Not of the least importance is the
fact that the permanency of the cotton
market in China is secured. The trade In
cotton goods has been very heavy in Man-
churia and other norihern provinces, Our
Incerests generuiiy, oUr Ga:ry. pounly and
other products from the farms of the
United States, now have assurance of per-
manent markets in all the provinées
throughout the Chinese Empire where such
things, are in demand, and this demand is
growing and will continue to grow.
‘Ane Wiute .:au's Burden.
