But ‘Succeeded im Getting Nearer
the North Pole Than the Great
Nansen,

Christiania, Sept. 7.—Further detalls re-
garding the Arctic expedition of the Duke
of Abruzzi,on board the Stella Polaris whose
safe return was reported from Trowmsoe,
Norway, show that the expedition Jast
year, thru Nightingale Sound and the Brit-
ish Canal, reached as far north as 82.4,
but, finding no wintering harbor, It re-
turned to Teplitz Bay, Prince Rudolph’s
Lend, where the Stella Polaris was frozen
in, about September 1.

The Duke of Abruzzi's fingers were frost-
bitten on a trial sledge trip at Christmas,
and two joints were amputated, obliging
him to remain for several montas in his
tent,

The cold increased to 82 degrees, Celsias.
On March 11, the advance was renewed,
and ten men started north.

Never Reached the Ship.

After ten days’ marching, three started
to returp. to the ship, which, however, they
never reached. "Their fate is unknowu.

A second party of three men passed the
83rd parallet atter a march of 20 days, and
then returned to the ship,

A third party, led by Cupt. Cagnl, with
two Alpine guides and an italian sallor,
reached latitude 86.33, and was then obliged
to return thru lack of food. It started with
6 sledges and 45 dogs, and returned with
2 sledges and 7 dogs, having subsisced for
17 days exclusively on dog tesh,

On Aug.s the Stella Polarls started hime-
ward. sue tzaversed the Hritsn Cana) in
a single day, and thep drifted about for
a forinight in a severe strugzle with drift
ice, before reaching the open sea.
