SHIRKING RESPONSIBILITY,
People are just beginning to realize
how the public business of the Pro-
vince of &ntnrio has been dr,id}ging.
In three general elections the two par= |
ties have been almost equally match-
ed. The party conflict has been waged
with unabated violence, and it has
become more and more difficult to dis~
cover what it is all about. At last it
is said that there are o issues, that
the reason for party government |is
gone and:that coalition is the remedy. |
No issues ? No burning gquestions.,
No public interest threatened? No
need for a party to organize for the
protection of the public interest?
There mever was a time when there
was greater need for “a body of men
united for promoting by
endeavors the national interest upon
some pgrtlcular principle in
they are all agreed.” But in Ontario
the forms of party have been used,
while the real objects of party have
been neglected. In_  the
chamber ther® have .been sham-fights,
called debates, on the address,
bates on the budget, discussions which

|

have long since outlived their useful- |

‘ness and serve only as reasons for
firing off old campaign material, jokes
. and jibes and other blank cartridge.
But this does not mean that there
was no real fighting to be done.

It is only in recent years that the
newspapers have begun to realize that

the real fighting was being done in
lobbies and committee rooms, and
that while a tremendous noise was be~-
ing made over some bunkKum resolu-
tion. great public interests might Te
betrayed by an obscureiy
change in a statute. Then it was said
“We must watch the commlittees; ve
must watch the lobbies;
watch the . House In those
hours of the sesslon when measures
of vast importance are rushed thru at
railroad speed. That this should be
necessary argues a scandalous neglect
of duty on the part of ministers and
legislators, and an utter abandonment
of the principle of responsible gov-
ernment.

Responsible government means the
responsibility of ministers. or it means
nothing. ('Part_v government involves
the responsibility of a party for the

rightful use of the power of its ma-:

jority; otherwise it is a sham and a
humbug. The dominant party has its
whips and its discipline for keeping its
majority. intact. It rigorously ex-
cludes its opponents from all share in
the government of the country, in the
offices and the emoluments and the
patronage. In return for this it ought
to be held responsible for all legisla~
tion of public importance. This duty
cannot be shifted to committees. Com=
mittees are formed for the purpose of
relieving the House of certain mat-
ters of detail,. not of enabling the
Housé te shirk its duties. Still heavier
responsibility rests upon ministers.

If these duties are neglected, all the
greater is the responsibility and the
opportunity of an opposition. Tho in
a minority, it can use its organization
for the purpose of putting in a pro-
test that will be heard all over the
country, and placing {tg policy on re-
cord. If it porsg(veres, in this course |
it will eventually win the public confl~
dence and become the dominant party,
eble to carry its policy into effect. But
even in opposition it can éxert'a pow-
erful influence, keeping the govern-
ment in constant fear of criticism and |
public opinion. !

Liberals will bear in mind that thelr |
party in Ontarlo = was bullt up by
Gporgé Brown. He was nearly always |
in opposition. He was always power= |
ful, because he preferred his convlc-}
tions to office; and his name will be |
remembered long after the name of |
many a chronic office-holder is forgot-
ten. He aided in the establishment of-|
responsible government in Canada;
but he did not consider that the aim
of responsible government was a tri-
umph over a governor. He held his |
own pgrty friends strictly to the prin- f
ciple of ministerial responsibility, and |
told them they had better be out of
office than ahirking their duties and
betraying their principles in office. |
He was a firm heliever in party gov-
ernment, but hes believed also that
party should stand for something
more than the gaining and holding cf
office. The first duty of a government
to-day, the first duty of a party tc-
day, is to preserve for the people such
great puplic properties as the power
of Niagara Falls. .

'and Canada. The Montreal Witn. ss
gives the figures, On all the railways
of Epgland, Wales, Scotland and Ire-
land ‘not a‘single passenger was killed
by a ‘train accident in the fifteen
months ending March 31, 1902, In the

| United States 282 passengers were kill-

ed and 4088 injured in a year. Between
December 26, 1902, and February 3
1903, there have been in the United
States and Canada twenty-six railwaly

accidents, killing more than a hundred/ coal

and injuring more than two hundred.
If the same rate were mainta.ned

for the year the killed alone would
amount to some twelve hundred.
Even the figures quoted, however,
tell but a small ‘part of the story
of the destruction of human Jdife by
the American railways. The total
number of casualties to persons on
account of railway accidents for
the vear ending June 30, 1901, was
61,794, the killed numbering S455
and the injured 3,339. The sum-
maries giving the ratio of casual-
ties show that one out of every
four hundred employes was Kkilled,
and one out of every twenty-six
employes injured. Of the “train-
men’’ proper, including in this term
r‘ngineo?s, firemen, conductors and
crews. it is shown that one was
killed for every hundred and thirty-
six. and one injured for every thir-
teen. In Canada, for the year end
ing June 30, 1901, the total killed
was 317 and the injured 1317, but
only twenty-nine were killed during
the vear from collisions and derail-
ments, or abhout the same number,
that were killed at Wanstead alone
on’ December 26, :
