LET EVERYONE GO,

Guelph, Dec. 4—In regard to accom=
modation here for visitors to the Fat
Stock Show, J. M. Duff, president I
the Guelph Fat #tock Club, and Qld‘
J. M. Struthers, chairman of the City
Council Reception Committee, to~night
published the following statement;

“I'he agitation for the removal of
the Winter Fair from Guelph is based
on the erroneous contention that this
city does not adequately meet the re
quirements of the show. Published
statements have appeared to the ef-
fect that people have had to leave the
city on special trains to get sleeping
accommodation. We would nbt now
deem it necessary to coniradict these
false staiements were it not that- in-
tending visitors to the Fair next week
may be influenced by them. At no
time during the history of thg Fair has
there been a lack of sleeping accom-
modation in Guelph. At po time have
the rooms in private houses, placed at
the disposal of the committee, all been
occupied. A visitor who, coming late,
wants a room at an hotel and will take
one no place else has been and is Jike-~
ly again to be disappointed. It Is un-
reasonbale to expect the hotels of
Guelph to accommodate all the visit=
ors. In Toronto at Fair time peopie
are glad to get a bed any place, and
many have been forced to walk *he
streets all night, No visitor to Guelph
has been compelled to sleep on a cot,
if he was willing to take a room in a
private house. Since the last show the
hotel accommodation has been increas-
ed 20 per cent,, and this year more
citizens have offered rooms for the use
of visitors.

“We {ssue this statement merely to
assure intending visitors to the Winter
Fair that there is plenty of accommo-
dation for all, Strangers will be look~
ed after by a special committee, which
will have an office in the City Bulld~
ings, and where anyone who wan:s
them may be directed to comfortable
quarters.”
