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certain amount of extra work on some of the members, but with 
the co-operation of our fellow-citizens of French origin, it could 
be easily accomplished. In closing, I desire to express my thanks 
to the members generally for their consideration and for their 
very cordial co-operation in the somewhat laborious duties con­
nected with the position I hold.
