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cvisdiction. With that view, under the first mention-
ed of those agreements, it was only in case of neces-
sity for dispersing nmetorious trespassers, or protect-
ing wublic property from depredation, that srmed
force was to he employed on either side, and then the
operation was to be conducted Ly concert, juintly or
separately, according to agreement between the Go-
vernments of Maine and New-Brunswick. The o-
ther was the result of the contemplated * concert”
between the Governments of Muine and New-Bruns-
wick; was intended to curry out the object of the
first, conhding to the State of Maine the duty of pro-
tecting the timber recently cut, and of preventing fur-
ther depredations, end prescribed that those oljects
swwere to be accomplished through the agency of a ci-
vil possee.— A ccotdingly, the Governor of Maine en-,
yaged to withdraw, without unnecessary delay, ‘the
ailitary force of the State.  Without regard, there-
fore, to the limits within which either purty hed be.
fure exercised jurisdiction, resort to military force,
for any purpose whatever, was interdicted to both
parties. With reference to the extent of territory
within whick each party was to continue to exercise
jurisdiction, the first agreement left the question of
right where it had Lefore stood, and only expressed
the conflicting understanding of thut question by the
Governments of the United States and Great Bri-
tuin, respectively. —The agreement between Gover-
nor Fairtield and Sir John 4darvey, provided, like-
wise, that the question of possessiou and jorisdiction
should remain us it then stood; but stated where it
stood, by providing that Great Britain was to con-
tinue holding, in fact, possession of a part of the ter-
ritory, meaning thet part embraced in the Madawas-
Le softlements, in the occupuncy of which, as well us
in the-enjoyment of the usual communications be-
1ween l?ew-'ﬂrumwick and her Her Mujesty's upper
provinces, the Governor of Maine disclaimed all in-
Aention of disturbing the British suthorities.  Be-
yond the Madawaska settlements, therefore, circum-
<aribed by the limits within which they stood at the
date of the agreement, the U. States cannot, under
the terme of that agreement, recognize in the British
suthorities the right of extending jurisdiction, much
Jesethut of furming sy military establishments beyond
or within them; nnd those, consequently, which
fermed the sulject of the representations in the note
«of the undersigned of the 12th of December, pushed,
asthey are alleged to have been, into tracts of country
far beyond anv acknowledged limits of those settle-

ments, and wholly unconnected with them, cannot be
viewed in any other light than a bold infraction of ex-
daling arrangements.
agreements, cannot be disputed by Great Britain, as
Ler Mujusty's Government has adopted and acted up-
on it In the note of Mr. Fox complaining of the en-
<ronchments on the part of Muine, and of an armed
cccupation of part of the disputed territory by that
State, both nre treated as inconsistent with the exist-
ing arrangement ; and it is presumed her Majesty's
Government will not attempt to apply one rule of
construction to defend the military moverments of its
volonial authorities, and another to sustain complaints
agninst the State Government, for acts which are not
tounded upon any apprehended necewsity of the use of
@ regular force for offensive or defensive purposes.

Nor can it be imagiued thut it will be contended
¢that those arrangements are not perfectly reciprocal,
or that there is any difference in the character and the
extent of the jurisdiction to be exercised by Great
Britain in one poriion, und that by the Stateo
Muine or the United States in the other portion,
of the disputed territory, comprehended within the
gemporary arrangements made to preserve tranquillity
in both, and guard againet any hostile collision be-
tweeu the State and Colonial Governments.

The undersigned having laid Mr. Fox's note before
the President, is instructed to state to him that no
weason is perceived for doubting the disposition of the
Governor of Maine scrupulously to adhere to the
spirit of the existing arrangements, to avoid all acts
tending to render more difficult and distant the final
adjustment of the main question of boundary Letween
the two countries ; but, in repeating assurances of
the readiness of the United States Government to
contributed, by all means in ils power, to an amica-
ble termination of the difference, the undersigned is
bound to declare that a persistence in, or a repetition
of, such acts, on the part of her Majesty's agents, as
those now complained of, would, if avowed by Grent
Britain, be considered as but little in accordance with
shose assurnnces.

The undersigned, her Britnnnic Majesty's Envoy
Extraordinary and Minister Plonipotentiary, has the
#ionor to acquaint Mr, Forsyth, Secretary of State
o the United Stutes, thet, since the date of his lust
afficinl note of the 12th instant, he hes been furnished
Ly her Majesty's nuthorities in North America with
anore correct information than he then possessed re-
specting certain reported movements of British troops
within the disputed territory, which formed the sub-
jeer of a part of that official note, as well as of the
two official notes addressed by the Secretary of State
<0 the undersigned on the 24th of December, and on
the 16th of the present month. The same reported
.movements of troops were referred to in s recent
meseage from the Governor of Maine to the Legisla-
ture of the State, and also in & published official let-
<er addressed by the Governor of Maine to the Presi-
dent of the United States on the 23d of December.

It uppears, from accurate information now in the
possession of the undersigned, that the Governor of
Maine, and, through him, the President and General
Government of the United States, have Leen misin-
tormed as to the facts. I the first place, no rein-
forcement has been marched to the British post at the
Iake Temiscouata; the only change occurring there
“has been the relief of a detachment of her Majesty’s
©24th regiment, Ly a detachment of equal force of the
 Ith regiment; this force of one company bLeing now
stationed at the Temiscouata post, as it always has
tiaen, for the mnecessary purpose of protecting the
storce nnd sccommodations provided for the use of
tier Mujesty's troops, who muy be required, as here.
#tofore, to march by that route to and from the Pro-
vinees of Canada and New Brunswick. In the second
place,it is not true that the British authorities either
have built, or are building, barracks on both sides of
the St. Johns river, or at the mouth of the Madawas-
kn river; no mew barracks have in fact been built
any where. In the third place, ber Majesty's author-
ities mre not concentrating a military force at the
Grand Fells. The same trifling force of sixteen men
& new etationed at the post of the Grand Falls,
which has been stationed there for the last twelve-
months.— It was perhaps, however, needless for the
undersigned to advert to this last maiter at all, as the
post of the Grand Falls is beyoni the bounds of the
.disputed teriitory, and within the acknowledged lim-
its of New Brunswick.

The undersigned, while c: g the above in-
formation, upon a matter of fact, to the Secretary of
‘State of the United Btates, takes occasion to repeat
.Jistinctly his former declaration, that there exists no
intention on the part of Her Majesty's suthorities to

That such is a just view of the !

The undersigned, it is true, has beeu assured by
the Secretary of State, in his note of the 16th in
stants, that the Genersl Guvernment see no reason
to doubt the disposition of the Guvernor uf Muine to
adhiere to the existing arrangements, and to avoid all
acts tending to render more difficult and distant the
tinil adjustment of the houndary question. But in
face of the abuve clear indications of the intentions of
Maine, as given out by the parties themselves, the Se-
cretary of State has not given to the undersigned any
adequate ussurance that Maine will be constrained to
desist from carrying those intentions into effect, if,
comtrary to the expectation of the General Govern-
ment, the Legislature or the Executive of the State
should think fit to make the attempt,

The undersigned not only preserves the hope, but
he entertains the firm belief, that, if the duty of nego-
tiating the boundary question be left in the hands of
the two National Governments, to whom alone of
right it belongs, the difficulty of conducting the nego-
tiation to an amicable issue will not Le found so
great as has been, by many persons, apprehended.—
But the case will hecome wholly altered, if the people
of the State of Maine, who, though interested in tha
result, are not charged with the negotiation, shall at-
tempt to interrupt it by violence.

Her Majesty's authories in North America, have,
on their part, no desire or intention to interfere with
the course of the pending negotiation, by nn exertion
of military force ; but they will, as at present advised,
consult their own discretien in adopting the measures
of defence that may be rendered necessary by the
threats of a violent’ interruption .to the negotiation
which have Leen used by all parties in Maine, and
which the undersigned regrets to find confirmed by
the langunge (as obove referred to) employed by the
highest official authority in that State.

The undersizned. Secretary of State of the United
States, has the honor to reply, by direciion of the
President, to the note addressed to him on the 26th
instant, by Mr. Fox, Envoy Extraordinary ani Mi-
nister Plenipotentiary of Great Britain.

The President derives grent satisfaction from the
information conveyed by Mr. Fox's note, that, with
reference to the reported movements of British troops
within the territory in dispute, no actual change has
taken place in the attitude of her Mujesty's authori-
ties in the territory since the arrangements entered
into by the two Governments at the commencement
of last yeur for the preservation of tranquillity within
its limits ; and from his assurances that there ex'sts
no intention on the part of her Majesty’s authorities
to infringe the terms of those arrangements, so long
us they are fuithfully observed on the part of the
United States. The President however cannot re-
press a feeling of regret that the British colonial au-
thorities, withuut graver motives than the possibility
of a departure from the arrangements referred to by
the State of Maine, should taks upon themselves the
discretion, and, along with it, the fearful responsibility
of probuble consequences, of being guided by circum-
stances, liablie as those are to be misapprehended and
misjuged, in the adoptien within the disputed terri-
tory of measures of defence and precaution, in manifest
violation of the understanding Letween the two
countries, whenever they may imagine that acts of
hostile sggression over the disputed territory are
meditated or threatened on the part of the State of
Maine. The President cannot hut hope that, when
her Majesty's Government at home shall be apprized
of the “position assumed in this regard by its colonial
agents, proper steps will be taken to place the per-
formance of express and solemn agreements upon a
more secure busis thmn colonial discretion, to be exer-
cised on apprehended disregard of such agreements on
the part of the State of Maine.

It is gratifyiog to the President to perceive that
Mr. Fox entertuins the firm belief that the difficulty
of conducting to an amicable issue the pending vego-
tiation for the adjustment of the question of the boun-
dary is not so great as has, Ly many persons, been
apprehended. As, under a corresponding conviction,
the United States have, with a view to the final set-
| tlement of that exciting question, submitted a propo-
sition for the consideration of her Majesty’ Govern-
ment, the President hopes that the sentiments ex-
pressed by Mr. Fox have their foundation in an ex-
pectation of baving it in his power, at an early day,
to communicate to this Government a result of the
deliberations had by that of her Britunnic Majesty
upon the proposition alluded to, which will present
the prospect of a prompt and satisfactory settlement,
and which, when known by the State of Maine, will
put an end to all giounds of apprehension of inten-
tions or dipositions on her part to adopt any mesa-
sures calculated to embarrass the negotiation, or to
involve a departure from the provisional arrangements
In the exi of those arrang the Uhnited
States behold an earnest of the mutual desire of the
two Governments to divest a quettion abounding in
causes of deep and growing excitement, of as much as
possible of the asperity and hostile feeling it is calcu-
lated to engender ; bLut unless nttended with the
most scrupulous observance of the spirit and letter of
their provisions, it would prove Lut one more cause
added to the many already prevailing, of enmity and
discord. Mr.Fox fius already been made the channel of
conveyance to his Government of the desire and de-
terminstion of the President that the obligations o
the couatry shall Le faithfully discharged ; that de-
sire is prompted by 8 sense of expediency as well as
of justice, and by an anxious wish to preserve the ami-
cable relations, now so manifestly for the advantage
of both, subsisting Letween the United Stales and
Great Britain.

the trade of the out-ports in the Bay of Fundy. There
cannot be a doubt that our Representatives will give
this important affair their most serious and impartial
consideraticn—in whick case there can be no doubt
of the conclusion they will arrive at.

and I likewise know Lim to be an old coaster, and a man
of veracity.

ReEp,—Sir: At your request I give you a
description of Baxter's Harbour, on the South side of
the Bay of Fundy.—That the said harbeur is dry at
low water, and also is & barr'd harbour, and will hold
say four vessels of 100 tons, and no more. with safety,
and they must warp in at high water. The said har-
bour is not a safe place to go to except in summer,
and in day time.

I have followed Coasting in the Bay of Fundy for
nearly 20 years, have been very often in Baxter's
Harbour, and consider myselfas well acquainted with
the said Harbour. and the Bay of Fundy, as any eld
coaster, as you must very well know from your long
experience and acquaintance with me.

It is proper to say, that should s Breakwater be
built on the West side of Baxter’s Harbour, n greater
number of small craft, say 20 sail, could be sheltered.
But this harbour cannot be a Winter harbour, on ac-
count of the drift ice in the Bay of Fundy. I have
seen the drift ice driven as far as Isle Haute, in
March, and have known vessels detained by it, and in
one instance one vessel lost in the (Gut of Minas.—
As regards running a steamer or sailing packet in the
winter months to any place to the Eastward of An-
napolis Qut, is madness. Your's, &c.

I do Lereby certify that Ileft Windsor on the 10th
January, 1833, and was detained at Parrsboro’ four
days by the ice; left Parrsboro’ on the 6fth day, and
was driven back by the ice and remained there two
days longer; the wind blew from the North, and drove
the ice to the South shore,—we kept the North shore
close and cleared the ice by so doing. Theice reach-
ed below the Isle Haute.

In the beginning of March following, on my way
up the Bay of Fundy, wind West, fell in with the ice
in large quantities off Quaco Ledges, (about 35 miles
from Se. John,) and we put into Quaco until next day
—when the wind came out from the North, which
carried the ice to the South shore, and would of course
prevent any vessel from approaching that shore.

It is my opinion that nu vessel can run to that side
of the Bay of Fundy above Annapolis Gut, in the
Winter months.

I am well acquainted with the Bay of Fuady, have
coasted it for many vears, and consider myself as well
acquainted as any old coaster in this country,

CROWN LANDS IN NEW.BRUNSWICK.

A copy of the Earl Durham’s Report to Her Ma-
jesty, and the accompanying Documents, having
reached us, we submit to our readers a few extracts,

ing with the evid taken in this Province
Ly Major Head, relative to Crown Lands and Emi-
gration.

The first person examined appears to have been
the Hon. Thomas Baillie, Surveyor General and
Commissioner of Crown Lands; he states that the
Province contains about 16.500.900 acres, of which
he considers about 560,000 acres barren ; that about
3,000,000 acres were granted previous to the sale
system in 1827, and about 1,400,000 acres have been
sold since ; that, in round numbers, there are about
11,000,000 acres of land available to Government,
but from the n: ture of the soil where the dense Pine
forests exist, not much more than half of it can be
said to be fit for agricultural purposes at the present
moment, but the remainder would doubtless be avail-
able at a more remote period when land shall become
more scarce.

Of the 4,400,000 acres granted, Mr. Baillie sup-
poses there are about 250,000 acres cleared ; but as
the clearings are principally on the margins of
streams, and on bye-roads which have never been
surveyed, it is difficult to form a correct estimate.
The number of agricultural settlers, or proprietors
residing on farms, Mr. Baillie states to be from 12,-
000 to 16,000, which would be averaging about 150
acres to each farm, a quantity he supposes ample for
a poor man to have,  With respect to large grants
of land we give a part of Mr. Baillie’s evidence.

The eminent services of
his late venerable futher, Mr. Chief Justice Saunders,
who was univereally esteemed among us, also consti-
tute some claim for attention to the son ; and as Mr.

and he attributes the slow march of imp t to
the want of a systematic encouragement of emigra-
tion, which, in addition to opening the extebsive
forests, would naturally increase the consumption of
British monufactures, and thereby increase the re-
venue of the Province.

The Honorable Mr. Shore in his examination
states with respect to roads, that he does tot consi-
der the system acted upon by any means perfect, but
that the roads of late years have much improved ;

stead of labour.  That many of the supervisors and
commissioners of highwaves are well qualified persons,

Mr. Shore states that he has had opportunities of
observing the progress made by emigrants who have
settled in the Province ; that those who have s know-
ledge of agricultural pursuits succeed best; that emi-
grants from the North of Ireland, the North of Eng-
land, and the lowlands of Scotland make good settlers;
that if such settlers are located free of expense on
good soil, they could in five years contribute towards
purchase or rent.

The evidence of Captain Maclauchlan, H. B.
Rainsford, Evq., W. J. Bedell, Esq. and others, all
tends to afford information of the great difficulties
poor settlers have to contend sgainst, and to show
that such persons ought not to Le encouraged to be-
come landholders, but should remsin for a time at
lenst in the class of labourers.  Until a laborer has
acquired some little capital, he skould not attempt to
become a farmer on his own account, as instead of the
renl prosperity of the country being thereby advanced,
it is rather retarded.

On this point we quote from a Despatch forward-
ed Ly Lord Glenelg to this Province in 1836,in which
he lays down the above principle very strongly :—

“* 1t {9 ensential in the administration of the Crown Estate
that such a system should bepursued as will maintain s just
equilibrium among the different classes of society.
