MONTREAL, Dec. 9—An im-
provement of $367,124 in
the operations of the Canadian

Government Merchant Marine
for the first ten months of 1925
as compared with the corre-
sponding period of 1924 is re-
ported by R. B. Teakle, general
manager of the company.
There is an operating profit of
$12,541 at the end of the first
ten months of 1925 as compared
with an operating deficit of
$289,879 over the same period
last year. Taking into account
the overhaul, general and whart
expenses there is a saving of
another $64,704 which brings
| the total improvement in the
operating position up to $367,-
124. An operating ratio of
99.84 during the first ten months
of 1925.

During most of the ten months the
Canadian Government Merchant Mar-
ine had had forty-five ships in com-
mission and, on the whole, business
has been much better than in the
preceding year. This is particularly
the case in the Australian and West
Indies freight services = where the
operating ratios have been most satis-
factory and the earnings eonsiderable.
The inter-costal service, Montreal to
Vancouver, which has been in in opera-
tion for only a little more than a year,
has also shown an operating profit.
