Regina, July 17—By a majority
which early today had advanced to
25,000 and promised to go to $30,000
when the thousand unreported polls
had been heard from, prohibition was
renounced by Saskatchewan yesterday
after four years’ experience with the
Saskatchewan Temperance Act. At
the same time the electors, by a ma-
jority of 8,985, expressed their prefer-

of the sale of liquor through official
vendors, as opposed to such control
accompanied by licensed beer premises.

Cities and county alike condemned
prohibition and voted for a change.
Cities contributed 10,000 to the ma-
jority, but the landslide struck urban
and rural districts without distinction
and carried the majorlty to helghts
which only the most enthusiastic mem-

.. {bers of the Moderation League had

predicted. Prohibition workers count-
ed unavailingly on the country to hold
down or overcome  the adverse vote
which they expected in the larger
cities. With 1,548 polls out of 2,581
reported, there was a majority agalnst
prohibition of 24,714.

The Vote This Morning.

The vote early this morning on these
returns stood as follpws:

For prohibition, 63,088; against pro-
hibition, 88,702; for "straight govern-
ment  control, 62,860; for goverpment
control,: plus licensed beer, 058,025
There had been a total vote of 152,600,
but only 116,785 of these voters had
registered a cholce on the second sec-
tion of the ballot for government
shops or shops plus beer licenses, It
is probable that the 1,000 missing polls
will add between 50,000 and 7:,%00 to
the vote which was quite as heavy as
expected. The unreported polls are
mostly small ones in outlying districts
and it is thought they are certain to
add to the anti-prohibition majority.
Many of them wiil not report for days.

C. P. R. Work In
