Detailed Expenditures of De-
partment Given to the Last
Cent — The Report of the
Road Engineer. .

(Special to The Times.)

Fredericton, April 6—The annual re-
port of the minister of public works,
which was tabled in the legislature to-
day, gives in detail the expenditures of
that department, which will be exam-
ined with interest particularly by those
interested in learning. how much the
various works in their own districts cost.
The greater. part of the volume of 820
pages is devoted to-just that—glving to
the last cent the exact expenditure on
every piece of work undertaken by the
department. In addition to the depart-
mental accounts there is a full report
by the provincial road engineer with a
detailed description. of the work done
on the various sections of the province.
His report shows that the secondary
roads are not being neglected for the
trink lines, as the amount spent for
permanent work is' shown to have been
divided practically equally.

Road Engineer’s Report.

The report of the prqvincial road en-
gineer, B. M. Hill, is as follows:

I beg to submit herewith report on
permanent highway work for the year
1919. During the yefr about fifty per
cent. of the money expended for perman-
ent road work was expended on the
four main trunk systems, the other fifty
per cent. was expended on secondary
roads, which have great™local import-
ance for the various farming communi-
ties of the province. The four main
trunk systems consist of:

i 1. Bay of Fundy route, which exy
tends from St. Stephen to Aulac,
where it joins the Nova Scotia
highway system; thence to Cape
Tormentine, where it connects with
the Prince Edward Island highway
system via the car ferry.

2. 'The North Shore route or Gulf
of St. Lawrénce route, which ex-
tends from Port Elgin to Matapedia.

3. St. John Valley route, which
extends from®St. John to the Quebec
boundary, where it connects with
the Quebec highway system.

4, The Central routes from St.
Stephen to Bathurst via Frederic-
ton; Fredericton to Sussex via Chip~
man, and the projected route from
St. Leonards to Camgbellton via the
Settlements of Kedgwick and An-
derson. About forty miles of this’
latter route has been partially con-
structed, the balance yet to be lo-
cated. The total length of this route
will be approximately 110 miles,
At present there is no outlet from

. the settlements of Kedgwick and

|GROCERY PRICES

IN THREE CITIES
OF THE DOMINION

The following comment on the market
situation as regards food stuffs appeared
in Canadian Grocer last week:—

Many grocery commodities have ad-
vanced to higher levels while others have
 manifested a dec dedly strong undertone.
The produce and pravision markets for
the most part haye developed an easicr
feeling and declines have been registered
on some iins, ;

Montreal—In summarizing the markets
[Lhis week a somewhat easier undertone
{is manifest on many lines, although no
definite changes have been effected, Cur-
rent quotations show but little change
over those ruling last week. Sugar is
considerably better supply, but the fu-
ture condition of the market is a matter
of conjecture. While in some quarters
the opinion is expressed that higner lev-
els will shortly be reached, otners are
more apt to think that lower quotations
may be looked for. For the time being,
however, sugar is very firm. Beans are
easier as a result of speculation that d.d
not pan out as was intended, and al-
though prevailing prices show no change
over those of last week, the tendency is
towards lower quotations in the future.
Cereals are steady and prices are un-
ichanged. Teas continue very strong and
the trade reports a great scarcity ot high
grade varieties. Shelled nuts are com-

kets. Spices are firm. Molasses
again advanced in a very strong market.
A% it is understood that supplies are
pretty well used up in this market, no
lower prices are looked for in
circles.

Toronto—There is a generally firm !
undertone to all grocery lines, with ad-
vances registered on several commodi-
ties. The situation for sugar does not
look any too promising. Raw sugar has
advanced about three cents per pound in
the last week. Supplies of grgnulated
have greatly improved, due to the gov-
ernment control on exports. Refiners
state that in regard to future prices it
all depends on the cost of raw. If this
costs more, then refined will also be
higher. Molasses is standing firm under
recent advances. Fanry Barbadoes is
scarce even at the high figure of $1.50
per gallon, McKay’s cream of barley:
has advanced to $6.25 per case. ‘The
special deal on Waxtite cornflakes is now
off and prices go back to the regular.
The conditfon of the tea market shows
no improvement. Java teas, which were:
selling at a low figure, are now quoted
in the” primary market on an equal
basis with Indias and Ceylons. Spot
stocks of lower grades are cleaned up
and the quotations on finer grades are
considerably higher. Coffee remains
strong under an active demand. All in-
dications point to very high prices for
new maple syrup. None has as yetl
appeared, but quotations are out in some |
quarters. Spices remain unchanged.
There is every indication that rices will
remain at high levels for this year. Sup-
plies are more difficult- to obtain, due
to the short crops in the East. Shelled
walnuts and almonds are firm and high-

QUEBEC GIVE THE
SCALE A BOOOST

Quebec, April 8—(Canadian Press)—
At a meeting of the Quebec ship labor-
ers’ society last night it was unanimous-
ly decided to increase the wage scale
for ship work during the season from
57, cents an hour to 65 for a nine-hour
day, time and a half for overtime and
double time on Sunday. The scale for
foremen was increased from 70 to 80
cents.

The meeting was( also informed that
in Montreal the ship laborers had de-
cided to boost their scale from 60 to 75
cents.
