! of Emperor William, the then crown 
prince, who died as Emperor Frederick, 

j was always regarded and treated by Prince 
Bismarck, as his most potent adversary, 
the heir apparent’s pronounced leaning to­
wards liberalism and towards parliament­
ary government on the English plan, being 
in flagrant contradiction to the reaction­
ary, not to say despotic regime of the 
Iron Chancellor.

The present King of Italy was, while 
crown prince, subjected by his father, 
King Humbert, to close arrest for a month, 
for nis denunciation of the policy of Cris- 
pi, when the latter was premier.

Crown Prince George of Servia was 
forced from the position of heir apparent, 
and compelled to surrender his rights to 
the throne to his younger brother, owing 
to his bitterness not only against his fa­
ther’s ministers, but even against the en­
tire policy and methods of government of 
his lather himself ; while the present King 
of Sweden was also in open opposition to 
his father's ministers, and to King Oscar 
himself, in connection with their attitude 
towards .Norway.

You would be disappointed if you could look into the future and see that she 
would never find her mate. Why, then, shouldn t you give her all the general cul- 
ture you can afford, and at the same time a specific industrial training for her 
probable vocation ? ,

The man-who-thinks has two daughters. One went to a musical school anc 
another to college. After she had finished her outside education, each girl spent 

year in running the house and learning every branch of housekeeping and 
homemaking. Think what splendid wives they will make.

Of course, it isn't always possible to carry out a daughter's education on 
such an ‘ideal scale. But there is no doubt but that in every household each daugh­
ter could be taught the simpler things about tlic science as she grows up. and I 
fancy there are few homes Where it is not financially possible for the daughter to 
have a year to devote to this kind of learning, after she finished whatever school-, 
ing her father can afford her—be it grammar, high school or college.

Wouldn’t it "be interesting if a law could be passed requiring a year of such 
service—just as the German lad lias his term of military service—before a girl 
was allowed to marry?

I rather fancy it would affect the divorce rate somewhat.

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CHOCOLATE FILLING.
One ounce chocolate, 3-4 cup sugar, 1 

tablespoonful butter, 1 cup boiling water. 
Let this come to a boil, then add - round­
ing tablespoonful cornstarch dissolved in 
half a cup of cold water. Cook about ten 
minutes. Flavor with 1 teaspoonful van­
illa extract. It is better to allow to cool 
a little before spreading:

. DATE BISCUITS.
Mix and sift two cups of pastry flour, 

four teaspoons baking powder and one 
half teaspoon salt. Work in two table­
spoons butter, then add gradually three- 
quarters cup of milk, Toss onto floured 
board, roll to one-third inch thickness and 
shape with small, round cutter, first dip­
ped in flour. On half the pieces place a 
date from which the stone has been re­
moved, brush round edges with melted 
butter, cover with remaining pieces, press 
edges firmly together, place in buttered 
pan and bake in a hot oven from twelve 
to fifteen minutes.
