W. F. Burditt of St. John, urging that
the C. N. R. should be operated so that
all parts of Canada would get the genefit
of government ownership. It recom-
mended the appointment of a committee
of five, one representative from each
province and two from the Maritime
Board of Trade, to investigate the best
methods of seccuring for the maritime
provinces the ‘traffic originating on the
C. N. R. destined for Europe and the
Near East, and by tariff concessions to
foster carriage through Canadian ports
and over Canadian railways inward
bound passengers and freight destined
to all parts of Canada. This resolution
in its present form was not acceptable to
the meeting and was referred to a spe-
cial committee for amendment and a
later report.

STUMPAGE S
REDUGED ON
SOME TIMBER

ft Applies Only to That In-
jured by Budworm or Other
Cause, :

: Fredericton, N. B. Sept. 16—The
provincial government in session this
““morning gave lengthy consideration to
the matter of the stumpage rate, par-
ticularly -as the lumbering interests of

the province had requested a substan-

tial reduction in the rate of crown lands
be=ause of the depressed condition of the
lumber market.

Premier Foster announced at noon that
4 recommendation would be made to the
department of lands and mines, touch-
ing tpon the matter, and that an an-
nouncement would be made to the lessees
by that department after details had
been worked out. The object was to
encourage the cutting of timber injured
by the bud-worm and in other ways, and
to protect the growing timber.

Hon. C. W. Robinson,, minister of
lands and mines, said on' behalf of his
department that the rate on timber in-
jured by the bud-worm and in other
ways would be cut in half, being re-
duced from $5 to $2.50. Upon sound
standing timber there would be no re-
duction. The reduced rate of stumpage
would be upon sprice and fir and would
hold only. for the current year, which
includes the logging season of 1921-22.

A Pulpwood is classed the same as other
MMtimber in regard to the reduced stump-
age. ‘There is no reduction in the rate

on ties.
Hon. Mr. Robinson, when asked cou-

cerning the condition of the lumber mar=;

ket at present, said that there was an
encouraging sign in the American mar-
ket, where a graddal improvement was
observable, and was expected to con-
tinue. A revival in building operations
was believed to be the cause of that im-
provement.

The text of Mr. De Valera’s reply
says: l
| “In this final note we deem it our duty
ito reaffirm that our position is, and
can only be, as we have defined it
through this correspondence. The prin-
ciple of government by consent of the
governed must be the basis of any
agreement which will achieve a final
reconciliation.”

“We hope that these representatives
(the Sinn Fein négotiators), will find
it possible to be at Inverness on the date
you suggest,-September 20, it !

“Our nation has formally declared its
independence and recognizes itself as a
sovereign state, It is only as the rep-,
resentative of that state and as its chosen
guardians that we have authority or|
powers to act on behalf of our people.”

CONNECT MINTO
MINES WITH G.ALR

Project Which |t is Believed
Will Mean al Big Yearly
Output of Coal.

Fredericton, N. B., Sept. 15—An inde-
pendent engineer is to be named by the
provincial government fo' locate the
route to be followed by a line of railway
which will connect the coal mines at
Minto, in the Grand Lake district, with
the C. N. R. Transcoptinental Division
line at Chipman, so it was announced by
Premier Foster, here last evening.

This decision was reached when the
mine owners became involved in a dis-
pute as to which was suitable route,

|and the premier sai@i-fhiat the govern-|

ment’s engineer would be instructed to
take into consideration $he accessibility
of the present coal areas as well as those
which are yet undeveloped.

It is learned that the C. N. R. board
of directors have also passed favorably
on the project, the suggestion being that
the C. N. R. provide a bridge span and
other necessary used material from its
reserve supply and the provincial govern-
ment provide for the construction work
under an arrangement with the mine
owners.

Construction of the short line of rail-
way—about six miles—will give a com~
petitive outlet from the coal mines in
the Minto diftrict and will, it is also
urged, result in not less than 100,000 tons

| of coal annually being used on the C. N.

R. lines in New Brunswick from the
mines at Minto, with a considerable sav-
ing to the railway.
