The Trial of Bella Adams for the
Murder of Chas.

Counsel Will Conclude  Their Ad-
dresses and the Case Go to the
~Jury To-Night.

(From Tuesday’s Daily)

When the Times went to press last
night Dr. Fraser was on tle stand,
having been summoned by the ciown
counsel to prove tnat when at the police
station the night of the muxder; pris-
oner was perfectiy responsible, althougb,
in reply to a question of Mr. Powell,
he said she was in an excited condiion.

One more witness still remained to
be called by the crown betore (I sing
the case, and he is lying at the Ju.ilee
Hospital unable to leave his room. Thys
is Detective George M. Perdue, of the
city police force, to whom Bella-Adams
made a statement in the hack -on the
way to.the jail. In order to secure
this important ' deposition Mr., Gregory
asked an adjournment 1o the Jubilee
Hospital, which was accordingly done,
Justice Irving and the counsel arna
prisoner ' went .out ing hacks, and the
jurymen, -sheriff, police and others fin &
special car provided by the Electric
Railway Company. Arrived at the
hospitale the court resumed in the Dui-
vate ward in which Mr, Perduc lies.

Although the actual statement of Mr.
Perdue did not require longer than 16
minutes to make, it was after #ix before:

Powel] contested every inch of the
ground sought to be covered by the;
crown, and objection and argament—.
pro and con. following almost evely
question. - The principal cause of dis-.
agreement arose -from the fact that the
crown was summoning the witness only
in - rebuttal. of arguments tor the.de-.
fence, and this fact precluded apything
like & general examimation. &. ..+ ey

_Another  feature was the reluctance
of the witness™to testify, be. having as-.
sured the prisoner on his word of houor
that he would not employ her state-
ment to him -as evidence against her
in court. His lordship ruled that no
more exception could be made ia bis
case than in that of any other witnes-.
The gist of Perdue’s evidence was that
in the hack on the way to the jail. in
answer to a queg of the witness as 1o
why she killed- Kineaid, the girl said
Abat she went to the Empire hotel .canix
‘that evening; that Charlie went out say- -
ing he would be back in half ap hour,
and gave her -his watceh to time bLim;
that he did net réturn for three hours;
that she was waiting alone and anxious
and became worked up over his ab--
sence, thinking he was away with
amother woman; that when he came home
she aecused- him- of this; that he we-
sponded that she was a mighty good
guesger;” that warm words followed,
and she warned him not to aggravate
her. The quarrelling continued, and
hotter words followed, and seeing a
razor on the table partly opened sh:
seized it, and cut his throat. She fur-
ther said that' she didn’t real'ze what
she had done, until speaking to him,
and,_finding he couldn’t speak she rea-
lized the truth and followed him down,
and told everyone what she had done.
She also’ said that they were aboat 15
minutes in the room before the affair
occurréd.

Further questioned as to whether

the murder was committed while they
were - sitting on . the trunk, she said
they were both on the floor, and facing
one another.. She d'd not say which
hiad attacked the other first. On the
second visit of Mr. Perdue to the jail
she said she had seen a lawyer and
asked :him to sgy nothing of the con-
wersation in the hack. As the witness
understood the. request was the. re-.
sult of the fact: that her lawyer had
#o instructed her,
- This closed -the case, and as Mr.
Powell said that he would like a Lttle
time prepare h's case, and as it
could pot be coneluded. last night, the
court adjourned. until to-day.

COUNSEIL’S ADDRESS.

The whole morning was consumed by
Mpr. Powell’s address to thé jury. The
address, which - was remarkable for
clearness and force, and for the atten-
tion with which it vas followed by the
jury and the crowd in attendance, was
at its conclusion particularly eloquent
and affecting.  After following the evi-
denc: throughout, and demanding an ac-
quittal counsel for the accused . con-
eluded with a touching appeal on. her
behalf, during which the girl broke down
utterly and sobbed aloud. ;

Mr. Powell pointed out the grave re-
sponsibility which restad upon ‘each .
member of that body, and said that any
action on the part of the jury which
would tend to do- an injustice to the
prisoner ~ by finding her deserving of
death Was a violation on the part of
€ach of its members of the Divine Law
faid down centyries ugo, ‘“‘Thou shalt
not kill.” . d

He then alluded to the different kinds
of homicide known to the law and
without' wishing to cntrench upon the

prerogative of tke court outlined the

cases recognized by the law as unpunr-
ishable, namely when life was attempt-
ed and murder was the result of self-
defence. ¢

Briefly touching upon the strange re-
lationship existing befween the prisoner
and deceased, he reminded the jury that
they were not trying the girl for lead-
ing a life of shame, nor did it come
within- their provinees tg consider the
fact that a white woman .chose to live
with a colored man, Such things were
inexplieable, but they transpire, .and
a black prince of India sometimes mar-
ries one of England’s fairest daughters.

The crown, he said, would doubtless
attempt to show that the woman was
infatuated with her Yammour and killed
hijm out of the mad love she entertained
for bim. In rebuttal of this he cited
various
witnesses of the many cases in which
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he reason she didn’t leave him
was because she was in mortal terror
of him. The note in which she alluded
to Rita was merely the excuse of a
girl, in the anguish of fear, to get away
from the brute who was ill-using her.
Her conduct on the fatal evening prov-
ed this, for she did not frantically attack
him whén he returned as a jealous wo-
man would have.  The fact that she
could recall almost word for word the |
note to Rita proved further that she
was not in an excited condition when |
the note was penned. During the read-
ing of the note by counsel the prisoner
wept, for the first time to-day." - |
The & eased’s attitude to the prisoner
was ne#f ‘Alluded ‘to and the numerous
cages -in .which timely intervention alone
had saved the girl’s life were instanced,
Mr. Powell, agded that " he “hoped in
this final case the ‘jury would :ntervene
for her +salvation.
