SHOOTING IN STORM. rWILL TRY TO FIND

AFTER VISIT TO WEST. WIND TOO STRONG 
FOR BIG BOATS

Ex-President of* Winnipeg Fruit Ex­
change Speaks in Glowing Terms 

—The Harvest.

Unfavorable Weather for Matches at 
Ontario Meet—Scores of British 

Columbians.
Turks’ Heavy Losses.

The most remarkable feature of the re­
ports discloses the fact that the Turk­
ish force, which totalled 50,000 men 
when the troops entered Albania six 
months ago, has now been reduced to 
35,000 men, showing a loss of 15,000 
troops. Few of the soldiers died of dis­
ease. The loss was chiefly in men killed 
while crushing the Albanian uprising.

Protecting Constantinople.
Constantinople, Aug. 28.—Consider­

able forces of troops have been stationed 
in the various suburbs of Constantinople 
as a precautionary measure, in view of 
the appearance of insurgents less than 
a hundred miles from the capital.

A train load of troops was dispatched 
yesterday from the city to Cherkesko, 
vilayet of Adrianople, near which place 
three Bulgarian villages were recently 
attacked by Circassians and their in­
habitants massacred. The troops sent 
to reinforce the garrison at Kirk Kili- 
sheh, thirty-two miles from Adrianople, 
were routed by insurgents, whose num­
bers in the vilayet of Adrianople are esti­
mated to be 6,000.

VISITS IDT. SIGNERWinnipeg,v Man., Aug. 28.—W. L. 
Harris, ex-president of the Grain Ex­
change, returned to-day from a trip to 
British Columbia, and he spoke in glow­
ing terms of the present condition of 
trade there and fuAire prospects.

“British Columbia is doing a big thing 
in the lumbering line, and business is 
booming,’’ he said. “Her great forests 
are steadily turning out great quantities 
of lumber and new, large enterprises are 
heard of in this line every day. Trade 
and industry appear to be recovering 
from any recent dullness, according to 
what I was told by business men every­
where. The mining industry appears to 
be picking up, all departments of min­
ing being affected. At Rossland, for in­
stance, the produce of which camp has 
lately been marketed at $2 per ton loss, 
a concentrator is being erected, which is 
expected to more than offset the mar­
ket conditions. The fruit districts of 
this great province are something to see. 
The fruit crop is heavy this year, and 
of good quality. Nor is British Colum­
bia without wheat fields, let alone its 
great ranching lands. It has wheat on 
both sides of the Rockies, one of the best 
sections being on the Coast. Vancouver, 
Nelson and Victoria are expanding young 
cities, thdre being much building in evi­
dence, and trade appears tb be brisk and 
of substantial character. My impres­
sion, gathered both from what I saw 
and heard, is that prosperity is pretty 
general in the Coast province.”*

The Wheat Yield.
A gratifying feature of the harvest is 

that the yield is turning out heavier than 
was expected. The case of a farmer near 
Emerson who placed the yield at 14, 
which turned out 20 to the acre, is not 
unusual. In Birtle district the yield will 
run from 28 to 40 bushels to the acre; 
one man having 125 acres, of which 75 
will go forty bushels.

Representative of Western Federation 
of Mines Expresses His Opinion Con­

cerning Commissioners’ Report.

Deemed Inadvisable to Sail-

Rt-orts Sent to the Department Are 

Conflicting and Further Inquiry 

Is Necessary.

Washington, Aug. 28.—Minister Leish- 
man has cabled the state department 
from Constantinople that he called at the 
foreign office again last night and pre­
sented the American demands for an im­
mediate investigation of the reported as­
sassination of Vice-Consul Magelssen at 
Beyrout. The minister for foreign af­
fairs, while denying all knowledge of the 
affair, upon the insistence of Mr. Leish- 
man, promised that an immediate inves­
tigation would follow, and that the Turk­
ish government would make all possible 
efforts to find out and punish the guilty.

Mr. Leisbman states that the Macedon­
ian conditions are growing constantly 
more acute, and that the situation in 
that section is extremely grave.

Details Lacking.

Constantinople, Aug. 28.—News of the 
assassination of United States Vice- 
Consul Magelssen at Beyrout, Syria, 
while he was driving homeward on Sun­
day, reached here yesterday morning. 
The assassin is unknown and there are 
no further details.

United States Minister Leishman upon 
hearing of the outrage, proceeded imme­
diately to the foreign office to confer 
with Tewfik Pasha.

Lack *of proper protection for the pub­
lic in Beyrout has been commented on 
for some time. The Porte has even senr 
a commission of inquiry there, but noth­
ing resulted.

New York, Aug. 29.—The regatta 
committee of the New York Yacht Club 
has decided that to-day’s race between 
the Reliance and Shamro'ck III. shall be 
postponed owing to the high wind and 
heavy sea outside Sandy Hook.

Club Meeting.
New" York, Aug. 29.—For the first time 

in the history of the America Cup races, 
a race has been postponed because of too 
much wind. To-day the third race of 
the present series was to have been sail­
ed. Following the futile attempt of 
Thursday, when there Was not enough 
wind to complete the race, within the 
time limit, it was earnestly hoped by 
yachtsmen that to-day’s contest would 
be decisive and the series completed.

Ten hours after Thursday’s drifting 
failure a storm broke over the course 
and raged about Sandy Hook. The wa­
ter was tumbled into waves that troubled 
the ocean liners. The wind blew with a 
velocity estimated between 40 and 50 
miles an hour and the rain was driven 
before it and obscured the vision beyond 
a mile or two. Within the sheltering 
bend of Sandy Hook, where the two 
racing yachtçvrpdç &t their moorings, the 
water was comparatively quiet this 
morning, while across the sandy penin­
sula ocean side, the surf boomed as it 
broke upon the beach.

At 7 o’clock the regatta committee met 
at the New York Yacht Club house and 
decided to postpone the race for the day. 
The meeting was then adjourned until 1 
p.m., when a decision as to a race being 
sailed on Monday will be reached.

In the meantime a tug was sent to 
Sandy Hook to secure the feeling of Mr. 
Iselin and Sir Thomas in the matter, 
and upon the return of the tug definite 
action will be taken.

A prominent member of the yacht club 
said this morning he was in favor of a 
race on Monday, and now that Sir 
Thomas has openly expressed himself 
upon the abilities of both boats and ac­
knowledged himself defeated, it was 
thought advisable by many of the mem­
bers of the yacht club that the race be 
sailed Monday and the series completed 
as soon as possible.

Ottawa, Aug. 28.—Hon. R. Prefon- 
laine has received a telegram from the 
Fraser River Canners’ Association ask­
ing that in view of the lamentably 
.short run of sockeyes on the Fraser and 
the entire absence of salmon for the 
spawning grounds, to prohibit all fishing 
on the Fraser r;ver from August 28th 
to September 12th, inclusive, in order 
that the balance of sockeyes remaining 
outside may be enabled to reach the 
spawning grounds and the hatcheries 
get a supply of spawn. It was said the 
industry is threatened. The department, 
however, has received information of an 
opposite character from other canners.

In fact it is pretty certain that 
the request cannot be complied with.

Proceedings in House.
Ottawa, Aug. 28.—When the House 

met to-day Mr. Earle, of Victoria, read 
a telegram from the Canners’ Associa­
tion of British Columbia asking the pro­
hibition of fishing on the Fraser river 
from August 28th to September 12th to 
enable the balance* of the sockeyes out­
side to reach the spawning grounds. He 
approved of the request. R. L. Borden 
read a similar telegram.

Mr. Morrison asked the name of,the 
sender of Mr. Borden’s message.

Mr. Borden—“Charles Corby.”
Mr. Morrison—“I don’t know -of any­
