Q. Is not sin also remitted by the | tious receive^m unusual degree of strength 
indulgence of the jubilee ?

A. No. The only means instituted by 
Jesns Christ, in the law of grace, for 
obtainingrthe remission of our eins, is the 
sacrament of penance.

Q. Hew do yon prove that a sinner, 
after having obtained the pardou of his 
sins, has still to undergo a temporal pun­
ishment ?

A. It is proved, let, from Scripture, 
which contains many instances in which 
the forgiveness of sin was not attended by 
the relaxation of temporal punishment.
Moses offended God by his diffidence at 
the water of contradiction, (Numb. xx. 12,) 
and though his sin was undoubtedly forgiv­
en him yet the Lord declared to him that, 
in punishment of his unbelief, he should 
not enter into the land of promise. —David 
sinned : a prophet announced to him that 
the Lord had taken away his tsins, (2 Kings, 
xiL 13,) but that he would, nevertheless, 
be visited by numerous and severe afflic­
tions. 2. By the constant doctrine and 
practice of the church; from the time of 
tbe apostles to the present day she has 
always taught, as an article of faith, that 
satisfaction is an integral part of th 
crament of penance. She has always re­
quired of her ministers to impose peniten­
tial works upon sinners who have recourse 
to them in the sacred tribunal. She more­
over exhorts them forcibly to inculcate 
from the pulpit the indispensable neces­
sity, incumtwnt upon all, of satisfying the 
divine justice, and daily to offer the holy 
sacrifice of her altars, to alleviate the 
sufferings of such of her children as depart 
this life before they have fully undergone 
the temporal punishment dne to their 
sins.

We do not,hdwever, intend by these pre­
sents to dispense from any other irregular­
ity, whether caused by act br by omission, 
or by any public, secret, known or other 
incapacity, however contracted, nor to 
give anv power to dispense them, or to re­
establish m his former state any one sub­
ject to them, even in faro conscientiœ; nor 
to derogate from the Constitution, with 
the annexed declarations of Our Predeces- 
sorof happy memory, Benedict XIV, which 
commences l%8acramentum Penitentiœ 
nor shall theee presents in any wav avail 
or be applicable to those persons who have 
been excommunicated by name, suspend­
ed, interdicted, or declared to have in­
curred other sentences and censures, or 
who have been publicly denounced, unless 
within the time named they shall have 
made satisfaction, and become reconciled, 
where that is necessary, with the parties. 
But if within the prescribed time they 
have not been able, in the judgment of 
their Confessor, to make satisfaction, 
grant that they may be absolved in foro 
conscientiœ, with the effect of enabling 
them to receive the Indulgence of the Ju­
bilee, but enjoining upon them the obli­
gation of making satisfaction as soon as 
they shall be able.

Wherefore, in virtue of holy obedience, 
by the tenor of these presents, we strictly 
prescribe and command all and every the 
Ordinaries of the Whole world, their Vicars 
and Officials, or, in their absence, those 
who exercise the cure of souls, that as soon 
as they have received a transcript of these 

t letters, or even printed copies of 
they shall publish them, or 
to be published, throughout 

their Churches, Diocèses, Provinces, States, 
towns, districts and places, and to 
out to the people, duly jirepared, 
possible, by the preaching of the word of 
God, the church or churches to be visited 
according to what has already been said.

The Apotyolic Constitutions and Ordin­
ances notwithstanding, especially those by 
which the power of absolving in certain 
cases therem expressed is in such a manner 
reserved to the Roman Pontiff for the time 
being, that concessions, similar or dissimi­
lar, of Indulgences and of faculties of that 
kind—unless there be express mention of 
them, or a special derogation of them—can 
profit no one ; notwithstanding also the 
rule of not granting Indulgences ad instar, 
and notwithstanding the statutes and cus­
toms of all Orders, Congregations and In­
stitutes, even when strengthened by oath, 
by Apostolic confirmation, or by any other 
authority ; notwithstanding also privileges 
and Letters Apostolic granted, approved, 
and renewed, to the same Orders, Congre­
gations, and Institutes, and their members 
in any way whatsoever ; from all and each 
of which, in order to the carrying out of 
the foregoing—although of them and of 
their whole tenor there should have to be 
special, specific, express and individual 
mention, and not by general clauses con­
veying the same idea, or although some 
other expression should have to be used, or 
any other recognized form should have to 
be adopted to this effect—holding their 
tenor to be sufficiently expressed, and the 
traditional form to be observed by those 
preesnts, We, on this occasion specially, 
nominally, and expressly derogate, all other 
things to the contrary notwithstanding.— 
And in order that Our present Letters, 
which cannot be conveyed to every place, 
may the more easily be brought to tiie 
knowledge of all preeons, We will that in 
all places and among all peoples the 
credit be accorded to copies of these pre­
sents, even when printed (provided they 
be eubecribed by the hand of some notary 
public, and authenticated by the seal of a 
person invested with some ecclesiastical 
dignity), as would be accorded to these pre­
sents if they were exhibited or shown.

Given at Rome, at St. Peter’s under the 
Seal of the Fisherman, tiie I5th day of 
February, 1879, and the first year of Our 
Pontificate.

Jesus Christ bestowed upon them, 
therefore, far from lessening the infinite 
excellence of the merits of the Saviour, 
they, on the contrary, prove their efficacy 
and admirable fecundity.

Q. Upon what principle can it be said 
that the satisfaction of the saints is use­
ful to us, and that we participate in their 
merits?

A. It is a principle of the Catholic faith, 
laid down in the Apostles’ creed, that there 
exists a communion among the members of 
the church of Jesus Chnet ; which com­
munion implies, not only a participation 
in the same sacraments, the profession of 
the same doctrine, &c., bnt also, that the 
faithful assist one another by their mutual 
prayers and good works.

Now, how many saints have there not 
been in the chnrch of Christ whose peni­
tential works far exceeded the temporal 
punishment due to their offences ! How 
many, who, though never defiled by the 
guilt of mortal sin, lived in the constant 
practice of mortification, and the most 
austere penance ! What a rich treasure 
of superabundant satisfaction shall we not 
find in the lives of the saints, when we 
add the sufferings of the spotless Mary, 
who, from her ardent love, shared in all 
the opprobrium and ignomunies of her 
divne Son !

Q. Does Scripture, or the practice of the 
primitive ages, show that the chnrch has 
ever granted indulgences to repenting 
sinners, in consideration ofthe prayers and 
the merits of the saints ?

A. Yes. The conduct of St. Paul to­
wards the incestuous Corinthian, affords 
a striking instance of this. That apostle, 
upon being informed that a Christian of 
Corinth had rendered himself guilty of the 
enormous crime of incest, excommunicat­
ed him, by delivering him over to Satan for 
the destruction of the flesh, that his spirit 
may be saved in the day of our Lord. (1 
Cor. v. &) But this scandalous sinner, 
having afterwards given proof of a sincere 
repentance, St Paul, at tne prayers of the 
pious faithful of Corinth, remitted to him 
the temporal punishment which he had 
been condemned to undergo.

The instances of similar indulgences 
granted by the church, in the first ages of 
Christianity, are numerous. At the solici­
tation and prayers of the martyrs and con-, 
feasors, the bishops considering the merits 
of those illustrions champions and de­
fenders of the faith, frequently granted to 
those who had fallen daring the persecu­
tions, absolution from the sentence of ex­
communication under which they lay, 
and released them from the part of their 
canonical peuance which they had not yet 
accomplished.
