Sweeney before Judge
and is given below. The injuijction ap-
plied for was to restrain Bishop Sweeney
and the Attorney General from promoting
the act (assented to yesterday by the
Lient. Governor), to have the trast money
in dispute vested in him for the benefit of
St. Patrick’s Industrial School.

The application came up for hearing at
two o’clock and the object was to have the
injunction order telegraphed to I'redericton
before the Lieut.-Governor should assent
to the bill, that he might be prevented
from doing so. Even had the ipjunction
order beén granted—-which it was not-—it
is hardly likely that it would have been
of any good, as Judge Palmer did not give
his judgment until nearly tive o’clock, and
the House was prorogued two hours be-
fore. :

Judge Palmer said he would consider it
altogether as an ex parte application. He
explained that Bishop Sweeney was present
at his notice. It was net at all necessary
for him to notify him to appear, and he
only did so as he wanted to hear all the
facta about the case he could, not to influ-
ence his judgment on the application in
any way, but to £id bim in consideriog the
matter fairly, for, not having any prece-
dent to be guided by, and owing to the
extraordinary movelty of the case, he felt
himself Lﬂnccd in a very embarrissing
situation. “He said he was willing to hear
the Bishop as well as Mr. Quigley on any
matter in connection with the case they
desired to bring up.

In opening, Mr. Quigley called His
Honor’s attention to the bill entered by
the plaintifi's in the suit. Hesaid Mr.
O'Sullivan, wh» signed himself ‘‘ agent,”
is unknown here, and he would prove that
the material facts that he had sworn to in
the bill he did not know of his own know-
ledge. 1f by proving this, the application
would be dismissed he would usk time to
make affidavits to that effect,

His Honor said that it might be better

if Mr. O’Sullivan would put his pase first
and he wounld hear Mr. Quigley after-
wards.
Mr. O'Sullivan then pm(ﬁe/a:d. He
said that he could swear of his own
knowledge to a number of facts, and in
others he had received information from
the Brothers and had no doubt of the cor-
rectness of them. As to the Court’s
power to issue the order applied for, he
believed it had the power to do so, and in
support of his contention Muoted the case
of the Grand Trunk Railway vs. the
Credit Valley Railway,/” Grant’s report,
page 538, and 5th Chancery Appeals, page
671. He held that no person having
rights which can not be enforced in a
court, should be perwitted to promote a
bill in the Legislature to obtain ;pi‘cll rights;
and if in this case rights could mot- be got
in the court, the logi.al sequerice would-be
that there was no right to apply for legis-
lation. If there is an equitable use of the
right to go to the Legislature, the pro-
moters of the Hill in question should not
have that right.

Mr. Quigley replied to the arguments
of Mr. O'Sullivan, and in opening made
the followiug quotations: 2nd. Daniel's
Chancery practice, page 1620 Steel vs.
the North and Metropolitan Railway Co.,
2nd Chancery Appeals, page 237; in re
London, Chatham and Dover Railway
Arrangement Act, and ex parte Hartridge
and Allender, 5th Chancery Appeals, page
671 ; Heathcote vs. - North Staffordshire
Railway Co., 2nd Magnaghten & Gordoen's
reports, page 100.

Scientific Miscellany

' The moon hag twenty-eight mountains
higher tnan Mount Blanc,

A method of cooking by electricity is to
be exhibited at the Paris Exhibition.

The feat of seeing the satellites of Mars
with a telescope is said to be equivalent to
that of a person at New York sceing an
object -only two inches in diameter at
Boaton.

Mr. Alex. Adams has made the remark-
able discovery of eléctric tides in'telegraph
circuits. By long.continded dnd careful
observations he has determined distinct
variations of strength in the earth currents,
which are always present on all telegraph
wires, following the different diurnal posi-
tions of the moon with respect to the

earth.
Interesting new discoveries have been

made at Pompeii. In one district & house
has been excavated which was in the course
of coystruction when the terrible catas-
trophe hefell the city, and which differs
materially from all other Pompeian houses
i its plan. In another house a large
square piece of black glass was found fixed
into the wall, which when slightly mois-
tened forms the most perfect mirror. In
a third house various wall-paintings were
discovered, possessing an artistic rather
than scientific interest.

That germs of disease may live for a
long period seems to be proven by recent
experiments under the direction of M.
Pasteur. Seven sheep were led daily, for
a few hours, to a piece of ground where
some animals that died of anthracoid
disease, or charbon, had been buried twelve
years previously. Two of them caught the
disease ond died. There was no grass for
the sheep to eat, and it is thought those
two must have received the germs in the
course of smelling about the ground. On
pm-'t, Jme ground covering the remains of
the diseased animals, vegetables are now
gtown ; and M. Pasteur sought to learn if
any person ahdjw the farm had been affect-
ed. The farmér knew of none, but showed
a healed sore of malignant pustule (the
same kind of &eue) on his own face. M.
Pasteur suppﬁa%ab if the vegetables
eaten had not been cooked, there might
have been a different tale to tell.

In 1869 Herr Von Bezold iunferred, from
observations in Bavaria, that there was an
increase from year to yesar in the ’mumher
of buildings struck by lightning! There
seemed to be also an increase in the
number of thunderstorms, and this was as-
signed as the cause. A little later, obser-
vatiops by others in Saxony and Schleswig-
Holstein also showed an increase in the
number of houses struck, but no com-
parison was made with ‘the number of
thunderstorms. Herr Holtz has lately
made a fgller inquiry on the basis’ of data
of Germany, and fr¢m Aus-
tria and Switzel He publ}éhes two
tables, one to show the T e0r decrease
of thunderstorms since~ 1854, since 1862,
and since 1870, in the different regions;

the other, the increase or decrease of light-
ming-risk estimated from comparison of
the number of lightning-struck houses with
the entire nnmber of houses. It appears,
then, that while any increase in the number
of thunderstorms is extremely small, and
there is in some cases even a decrease, the
lightning-risk shows a very large increase,
and in no case a decrease. Thus, ’in-
crease of risk from lightning must re

garded as not due, unlessin very slight
measure, to meteorological influences.
This appears more distinctly from the fact
that the increase of lightuing risk is pro-
portionally greater as the compared yearx
are farther apart; but it is not so with th -
increase of thunderstorms (which, for ex

ample, is less since 1874 than 1862.) To
explain the increased risk by telluric
changes, Herr Holtz supposes the cla -
ance of forest land has much to do with it
