He therefore 
moved that a committee of this council be 
appointed to confer with one to be appoint­
ed by the municipal council with the object 
of arranging for the enforcement of the act 
in Chatham. This waa carried and aid. 
Snowball, McIntosh and Coleman were ap­
pointed committeemen, the matter to be 
brought before the municipal council at Ita 
July aeeaion.

A number of bille were passed.
Aid. Robinson referred to the necessity of 

having someone to look after the public 
square, which now required only about two 
daya’ work, in addition to what had been 
done on it, to put it in good order. He said 
it should have a caretaker to cut and trim 
the grass, etc., and he thought the janitor 
of the town building could give it some at­
tention, aay every other day, and the work, 
besides keeping the square in older would 
be good for the janitoi's health.

The Mayor said he had examined the 
written conditions on which the janitor had 
been engaged and found it was a part of that 
officer's doty to look after the square. 
There would, doubtleaa, be no objection to 
hie doing so and no motion waa necessary.

Bills for street work, under commissioner 
Wyae, amounting to $238.82, were passed; 
and also some additional for work done 
under the late commissioner.

Aid. Loggie moved the bye-law of which 
he had given notice, the effect of which is 
to omit from the list of persons liable to 
pay license fees, vendors of patent medicines.

Aid. Robinson seconded the motion 
which was carried—the bye law to come into 
effect immediately.

Aid. Robinson asked the chairman of the 
public works committee whether it was the 
intention to do anything on the street from 
the Lobban corner to the Murphy corner.

The Mayor said the road maker would 
be put on soon and that and other work at­
tended to.

A long discussion took place in reference 
to the oollaction of license fees from outside 
workmen and others coming into the town 
and finding employment. It was shown that 
the Treasurer's time was so occupied that he 
had not opportunity to hunt up those who 
evaded the tax, and some aldermen wanted 
a deputy treasurer or collector appointed, 
while others favored employing an outside 
collector of this class of taxation at a com­
mission of 5% on such amounts as he might 
collect. The council finally went into secret 
session of committee of the whole on the 
subject and having returned to open council 
the matter was on motion of aid. Snowball 
referred to the finance committee with 
power to act.

The time for payment of town taxes so as 
to entitle the payor to 5% discount was ex­
tended to 15th July.

Aid. Loggie gave notice of his intention 
to move for the alteration of the bye-law 
relating to dogs so as to reduce the tax on 
canines of the female gender to $3, instead 
of $5 as at present.

Ordered that the new bye laws passed be 
printed on leaves which may be inserted in 
the copies of the bye-laws as now printed.

Adjourned.

Town Council.
Chatham Town Connoil met in regular 

monthly session in the town hall on Monday 
evening.

An offer from Mr. John MoLsnghlan to 
haul all the lumber required for street work 
at 39 cents per thousand was laid on the 
table.

The Mayor read a letter from Geo. A. 
Schofield of St. John, the successful tenderer 
for the Town’s last bond issue, seeking an 
arrangement whereby the ietereet coupons 
might be paid in St. John at par. Referred 
to the Finance committee.

The following report of the Public Works 
committee was read by the chairman, aid. 
Snowball :—

In submitting the accounts that come 
under onr control, we would cell the atten­
tion of the Council to the work that has 
been dime.

The Haley hill eo celled hat been cat down 
and the gravel need on Water street from 
the tank near Dr. Joe. Benson’s almost up 
to the town hall. The centre of the road hee 
been raised, bnt this work will not be com­
pleted until it is covered with gravel or 
ashes.

Water street hee been cleaned, and gravel 
kindly given by the Miller Foundry Com­
pany and M. S. Hooken, Esq., baa been 
filled into the holes and this fstreet presents 
a good appearance-

The crossing at Wellington street near 
the Palp Company’s mill has been repaired 
at smell cost.

For the repairs and new work passed at 
onr last meeting wo will require about 50 
M super.ft. hemlock curbing 7x8,25 M.cedar, 
flattened on one side, 6 in. thick, and a 
quantity of 50 dy. and 60 dy. wire nails, and 
for these we would suggest that tenders be 
asked. We would also suggest that tenders 
be asked for the hauling of all lumber and 
for the supplying of a quantity of beach 
gravel for eee on the streets.

We would also report that owing to not 
having a plan of the town wharf we were 
unable to prepare a specification to ask for 
tenders for the repairs. We would suggest 
that Mr. Fish, surveyor, be employed to 
make a plan of the property for the town.

We have also interviewed M*-. Dan’l 
Crimmen, about the removing of hie build­
ings, and while he appeared anxious to ar­
range the difficulties between himself and 
the town still he would not make any 
proposition but suggested that 
be appointed from the Council 
lawyers and himaelf and talk the matter 
over with a view to settlement.

A discussion took place on the pycnaial 
subject of the publie wharf property from 
which Mr. Crimmen had been ordered to 
remove hie buildings. It appeared that 
there was some doubt as to what the boun­
daries of the property were, and it was 
ordered that a plan of it be prepared.

On motion of aid. Snowball, chairman of 
the public works committee, it was ordered 
that teodara be invited, up to 16th June, 
instant, for the supplying of dimensioned 
lumber, wire spikes and nails and also beach 
gravel by the ton, tenderers to furnish
