TRAINMEN PLAGED

UNDER ARREST|

OTTAWA, Ont.,, June 4.-—F. Graham,
conductor; J. ‘A, Lightman, brakeman,
members’ of the’crew of the Grand
Trunk train whick, kitled Alexander
Rochon last Friday in a collision at
Beatty's Station, were arrested in Ot-
tawa today and will be placed on trial.

The proceedings were taken on in-
structions from the crown attorney at
Parry Sound. There have. been two
cases recently in which trainmen were
arrested for lives lost in wrecks. One
was the Guelph and the other the Myr-
tle wreck.

The activity of the of-
ficials in bringing home responsibility

due to the railway commission which
has been investigating wrecks, repoft-
ing the circumstances to the provincial
crown officers and criticising them for
not taking criminal proceedings.
