- 50 T0 100 IS INDICATED

Unionists Made Large G’ains on Saturday But Gannot Expect
Equally Favorable Results in Scotland and Wales
— Heetion Night in London.

LONDON, Jan. 16—The first day’s
» polling in what is described by both
parties as the 'greatest electoral battle
in Britain of our time, indicates that
previsions as to the return of a Lib-
eral majority to the new -pariiament
will be borne out. The Unionists, have
made some gains, but not enough, if
the same ratio as that of today be pre-
served in subsequent contests, to in-
sure them a final victory.

There is as yet no evidence . of a
landslide to the chuse of tariff reform,
of naval increase, or of any other of
the -issues which the Unionists’ have
invoked, Free Trade and the limitation

| of the powers of the House of Lords,

judging by the returns on this, the
first polling day in one election which
will cover a fortnight, will secure a
majority which may even be large
enough to make Mr. Asquith’s Govern-
ment independent of the Irish vote.
This, of course, is by no means a cer-
tain deduction from today’s results,
but that the Liberals are likely to have
a working majority in the new House
of Commons is practically conceded by
the Unionists sonight.

UNIONISTS CAPTURED 18 SEATS.

The Unionists captured eightgen seats
from the Liberals and they lost three
seats. to the Liberals—a net gain of fif-
teen seats on the day, At a similar rate
of progress the final result would still
leave the Liberals with a majority of
about fifty in the Commons, exclusive
of the Irish Nationalists and the Labor
members. As it is generally acknow-
ledged by the TUnionists that their
chances of gains outside of English
constituencies is very remote, it is ex-
tremely, unlikely that today’s ratio of
Unionist gains will be maintained when
the Scotch and Welsh electors enter
the feld... ! ;

Predictions are made by the Liberals,
in fact, that Mr. Asquith will have a
majority of. at least one hundred over
all parties, while some go even further
than .this = estimate. The Unionists,
meanwhile, are extracting what con-
solations they can from the fact that
the polling shows a general redu=tion

~of Liberal majrities.

NSECTS TIPPLE |
ON MANY PLANTS

Entomologists  Find That Flowers Make

Bacehavalian Festival for Various
Flies and Moths.

NEW YORK, Jan, 15.—It is not very,
obvious, from the human point of view,
why the ivy should be called the plang
of Bacchus, since no wine is made from
its berries. Entomologists, however,
have found that its flowers make a
veritable Bacchanalian festival for a
number of insects, says the Little
Rock Gazette,

They are wont to sally forth at night
with lanterns to capture the intoxicateq
moths that crowd around the greenish
blossoms. When the willow is in bloom
they find a similar scene of dissipation
around its yellow catkins.

The tippling insect may be used to
point a moral by the temperance lec~
turer, for rum not infrequently leads
to its ruin. A distinguished entpmolo-
gist, after giving a recipe for the mix-
ture of sugaring trees for moths—which
included beer—said: “Add some Jamaica
rum just before using; it is the rum
which attracts them.” After sipping
thig mixture the moths and butterfiles
fell from the trees intoxicated. If the
entomologist is not there to capture
them by and by they recover and get
up again for another dip.

There is a fly so addicted to wine that
Linnaeus named it the cellar fly,
which appellation Kirby changed to
the more appropriate one of the cellar
wine drinker. The latter distinguished
entomologist writes of it thus: “The
larva of this little fly, as I can wit-
ness from my own observations, dis-
dain to feed on anything but wine or
beer, which, like Boniface/in the play,
it may be said both to eat and drink,
though, unlike its toping counterfeit,
it is indifferent to the age of the
liquor,' which, whether sweet or sour-
is equally acceptable.”

There is another insect—a moth—
which also loves the cellar and the
wine bottle. But strange to say, it
takes its liquor merely as a flavoring
to the cork in the bottle, on which it
really feeds, that is to say, the larvae
pasture on the corks of wine bottles,
sometimes causing the wine to run
out. The moth belongs to that trou-
blesome family which works such de-
struction in clothes and furs.
