We*
would have Bunker Hill mean léss to
them than Calvary, and Iexington
mean less to them than Bethlehem,
Put because they are bad men around
the ballot box is no reason why Chris-
tian men should retreat from the
arena. The last time you ought to give
up your child or forsake your child
is when it is surrounded by a c'ompany
of Choctaws, and the last time to sur-
render the ballot box is when it is sur-
rounded by impurity and dns-honesty
and all sorts of wickedness.
