Sapper to Pedobaptists. Nominally Bape
tist churches of the firet will permit Pedo
baptists to be their pastors. One of these
i3 Banysa’s old cburch at Bedford.

U., snd sccompanied by Mrs. Crawley,
eailed for Barmsh in 1857, For many
vears, contributions ftom our churches
were sent to M~ Crawley through the A.
B.M.U, for the support of tative preashers
and teachers under his direction.

In the meastime, thee was & stroog
feelicg towards the establishment of &
mission in Australia. The measure was
disguesed Jin Convention rear after year,
and fiaally abandoned.

As the churches incresred in number
the interest in Foreign Missions aleo in-
creased, Greal and enthua’astic meetings
were held duriog the sessions of Associn-
tions and Craventions, Pastors presented
the work to the churches, and &3 may be
expected, & epirit of unrest among the
people prevailed. 'T'ney wanted a definite
work snd & place for it. The secre'ary of
the Board ocrrosponded with the Tuivd in
relation (o an independer t miseion, and the
movement met with their approval,
Arracan was loudly calling for christian
Iaborere at that time, and it was the wish
ot the Union that the Provircial Baptista
establish a mission there. But Mr, Crawiey
suggested snother feld not far from his
own locatico, as the climate of Arracan
was considered unhealthy. The regrt on
Foreign Missione that year—1862, stated
tbat the A. B. M. U, are ready to assign
such ground in Burmah as we are :eady to
ocsupy. That year and the year following,
two of our eeteemed brethren (ome each
year) offered their servines to our Foreign
Miseionary Board as missionaries; but
upon their medical examination, it was
found they would not be able to endare the
olimate, This was a dark day to those
who were 80 truly wedded to this good
work., But he who makes no mistakes
was st the head of affaire - The time for
the independent bad not yet come, and
these brethren were required here.

In 1367 Mise Minnie B. DeWolf (now
Mre. J, T. Eston) s member of Graville
8t. Baptist church, received an appoint-
mentfrom the N. B. M. U. to besupported by
the Provincial Baplists. After spending
fiye years in Burmah * lahoring diligent=
1y and sucoessfully amomg the Sigma
Karens,” Miss DeWolf was obliged to ' re-
linquish ber work on account of failing
health.

“In 1869 Rev. Wm,and Mre, Gerge
were sccepted by the Bosrd of Foreign
Missions of the Maritime Provinces as &
missionary to Hinthads, Barmab, in ocon-
pection with the late Rev. A. R. R, Craw»
ly, where he laborsd under the auspioes
of the Conveation, until 1872. In thie year
he wae transferred to the N, B. M. U,
owing to the sew departure taken by this
Convention in Foreign Miseion by which
our labors were traneferr~d to other fields.
Mr. George performed much faithful labor,
and was sucoessful in winning many of the
Burmane to Christ.”

He died suddenly Aug 10, 1886, in R -
goen, whither he bad ‘gone for medieal
advioe.
