Paul Boyce, the 13 year old bur­

glar, whom Mr. C. F. Chase conveyed 
to Boston and who escaped from an 
officer in the North Station in that 
city on the 3rd lust., soon returned 
to the provinces.

It appears that he reached St. John 
via one of the Eastern S. S. Co's 
steamers. After taking In the exhi 
bit ion for a few days and having u 
good time generally he left that city 
via I. C. R., reaching Annapolis via 
Saturday's late train on the D. A. R.

He registered at the Clifton as Fred 
Cousins, of Digby. When the Moto 
arrived there with a number of pas 
sengers Sunday afternoon young 
Boyce paid his bill in full and left the; 
hotel saying that he was going home 
on the Moto. But he did not board 
the boat. He visited another part 
of the town. Later in the evening he 
was arrested.

It is said that young Boyce admit­
ted that even during his short stay 
in Nova Scotia this trip, he robbed 
three D. A. R. stations. At Newport 
he took $22 in cash and a number of 
railway tickets. At Bridgetown he 
also took tickets and at Annapolis $4 
in cents and a number of tickets. 
Chief of Police Bowles says the little 
fellow had about 60 railway tickets 
on him when arrested.

His father arrived here via direct 
boat from Boston Wednesday morn­
ing and proceeded to Annapolis, ac­
companied by Chief of Police Bowles.

Mr. Boyce paid all claims against 
the boy, including the D. A. R. losses. 
Paul was lymded over to his father by 
the authorities in Annapolis. They 
arrived here via the Bluenose and sail­
ed Wednesday afternoon to return to 
Boston.

Quite a number were on the gov­
ernment pier to get a glimpse of this 
13 year old lad who has given both 
his parents aud the officers in the 
United States and Nova Scotia so 
much trouble during the past few 
weeks.
