8ir,—~Would you allow me through
the columns of your paper to explain
the men's position in the so-called
millmen’s strike which is, in reality,
nﬂh strike but a lockout on the part
of*the mill-owners. When the men agk-
ed for an increase of pay they went
at it in a business-like manner, They
presented to the different firms inter-
ested a written request asking them
for an increase of twenty-five cents
per day, to take.effect some time later,
and up to the present time the men,
with one exception, have had no
answer to their request which shows
a lack of courtesy on the part of a
group of husiness men. The men ask-
ed for the increase to take effect on
June 14th and on the evening of June
13th the owners ghut down their mills
and up to the present time have re-
fused to meet a committee represent-
ing the men. They claim it would
be showing weakness on their part.

I happen to know that the mill-own-
ers” don't care about the so-called
boom in the City of St. John; they
don't care whether the Port of St.
John will go ahead or stand still, not
withstanding that they, with few ex-
ceptions, are members of the St. John
Board of Trade, The men have al
ways been willing to meet and discuss
this quegtion and to show their fain
ness they are willing to submit it to
arbitration either by a government or
a local board. They are willing, and
bave always been willing, to meet
with their employers.

The mill-owners on the other hand
have ignored and treated their men
with scant courtesy and if this lock-
out is going to cause any delay to the
go-ahead movement in the Port of St.
John the mill-owners, and they alone,
are to blame,

1 know that some of them object to
the men going to a five cent motion
picture show, They claim the men are
squandering their money. I have no
doubt that looking at it from their
eyes they are extravagant for five
cents would be missed from the small
and meagre wage they pay. I also have
no doubt that if they would save up
for some years they might manage in
some way to go and see a grand opera,
but I feel assured ‘that on the wages
paid at the present time it would take
a long time to save up so vast an
amount, .

In conclusion I would like to say
that 4f the mill-owners wish to have
it appear in the eyes of the banking
interests that the men have gone out
on strike it would be well to have it
understood that the men did not strike
but were locked out by the mill.owners
for daring to ask for an increase.
