PARENT SOCIETY MAY
DISCONTINUE RIOTS

Many Believe Militancy Hurts
“The Cause” — Will Test
East End . Army — Split
Causes Satisfaction.

London, Feb, 6.—Miss Sylvia Pank-
hurst, daughter of the militant suffra-
gette leader, today announced her se-
cession from the women’s social and
political union, the militant women’s
organization. Her east end of London
federation, which hitherto has been a
branch of the parent organization, will
henceforth be entirely independent.

The rift among the militant suffra-
gettes is sald to be due to Miss Syl-
via Pankhurst's ultra-revolutionary as-
pirations which the leaders of the wo-
men's society angd political union are
beginning to believe are damaging
their cause.

Reports of dissensions in the inner
circles of the militant organization in-
volving the Pankhurst triumvirate
have been in circulation for some
time. According to these Christabel
Pankharst is anxious to end her long
exile in Paris and return to London
and take control of thé organization,
for it is doubtful if her mother, Mrs.
Emmiline Pankhurst, who is still in
Switzerland, will be well enough for
gome months to resumo her arduous
duties of commander in chief.

But  Christabel, the reports have it,
desires to come back under conditions
that will not necessitate frequent
terms of imprisonment for her under
the “cat and mouse” act. Therefors, it
is said, she wants militancy dropped.
In this stand she has the support of
many of the older menibers of the or-
ganization, who believe that while

y has lished the pur-
pose of bringing the suffrige Gues-
tion to the front, continuance of mili-
tant tactics will be injurious to the
cause.

Sylvia Pankhurst,con the other hand,
is not prepared to abandon militancy
until she has fully tested the fighting
capacity of her ‘“people’s army,”
which she organized in the east end
of London and with which she is cre-
dited as believing she can start a re-
volution which will force the govern-
ment to enfranchise women.

Several of the younger and more
ambitious members of the women's
social and political unfon, view with
unconcealed satisfaction the Pank-
hurst feud, believing that it will end
the autocratic sway the Pankhursts
have exercised over the society since
Mr. and Mrs. Frederick Pethick Law-
rence were driven out of it last year.
