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Belgium. Germany will, under no 
pretence whatever, annex Belgian 
territory. Sincerity of this declar­
ation la borne out by the fact that 
we solemnly pledged our word to 
Holland strictly to respect her 
neutrality. It la obvious that we 
could not profitably annex Belgian 
territory without making at the 
same time territorial acquisitions 
at the expense of Holland.
There could be no more definite 

pledge—a reasoned pledge too—than 
that. Yet now Chancellor Mlchaells 
says not one word about abandoning 
Belgium, but, on the contrary, makes 
himself the champion of those In Ger­
many who are notoriously in favor of 
Belgian annexation ; the pledge given 
by the Imperial German government 
three years ago is made another 
"scrap of paper.”

The Hague, July 31—An official 
statement was Issued today by the
