Scheepers to Be Shot Next

Saturday--Boer Conferences

. Upon the Peace Question--Three More Canadian
Nurses Accepted by the War Office.

. Graaf-Reinet, Cape  Colony, Jaa. 19.—
Lord Kitchener has confirmed the death
sentence passed upon the Boer command-
ant, Scheepers, who was captured last
Oclober. He will be shot next Saturday.

Lmdm, Jan. 18—The trial of Dr.
Krause, the former governor of Johanes-
burg, on the charge of inciting Cornelius
proseccutor  of
Johannesburg (who was executed by the
British authorities in South Adrica) to
murder John Douglas Foster, an Knglish
lawyer, who was on the staff of Lord
Roberts, finished today.

Dr. Krause was found guilty of attempt-
ing to persuade and was sentenced to
two years’ imprisonment,

Before he was sentenced Dr. Krause
protested that he mever intended to mur-
der anyone.

The lord chief justice, in passing sent-
ence, declared the offense was morally as
great as though the crime bhad been car-

_ried out. The prisoner did everything he

could to ensure murder being committed.
His lordship therefore imposed -the maxi-
mum sentence.

Lmdoi),"jam’ 18—Mr. ‘Leyds, the re-
presentative in Europe of the Transvaal,
according to a despatch from *Amsterdam
to Reuter’s Telegram Compayy,' had a
conference today with the Boer delegation
at the house of Mr. Wolmaran's at The
Hague. No official statement regarding the
conference has been given out, but there
is the best authority for asserting that it
was merely a periodical meeting. The
despatch further says the reports of a
strong Boer peace movement are radiculed
by the Boers themselves, who say that
such stories are simply fabricated by
British agents with the view to British
publication, subsequently turning them to
edvantage din th Africa. :The Boers
deny that any negotiations are on. Dr.
iLeyds left tonight for Utrecht.

‘London, Jan. 18—A Blue Book; issued
on the subject. of the concentration camps
in South Africa contains further detailed
explanations from Lord Milner, the Brit-
ish high commissioner, and Lord Kitei-
ener as .to the causes of thé excessive
death rate “n the camps, and refutations
of the charges of .cruelty..Lord Kitchener
emphatically denies Commandant Schalk-
burger’s charges of forcible removal and
exposure of women and other accusations
of rough and cruel treatment, and says:

I offered Botha to leave the families
and- relatives! of fighting burghers in un-
disturbed possession of their farms if
Botha would agree to spare the farms of

the families of surrendered burghers.
Botha emphatically refused, saying:

“lI am entitled to force every man to
join, and if they don’t join to confiscate
their property and leave their families on
the veldt.” 3

The Blue Book gives statistics for the
montth of December last, when' there were
117,010 inmates 'of the camps and 2,380
deaths, of which muber 1,767 were chil-
dren.

Hamilton, Bermuda, Jan. 18—The Brit-
ish transport” Montrose, which arrived
vesterday from Cape Town with 1,200
Boers on board, and which was subse-
quently quarantined, was released from
quarantine today. The prisoners were
landed on Hawkin’s and Morgan’s islands.

TLadybrand, Orange River Colony, Jan.
18—The British captured a Boer laager at
Poodekranz, near Fickesburg, with ten
wagons and 2,500 sheep. It was discovered
that boots, candles, clothing and Martini
bullets were being made at this laager.

Hermanus Steym, a cousin of the form-
er president of the Orange Free State,
has been superseded by Van Niekerk,
whose commando consists of 70 persons,
30 of whom are boys under 19 years  of
age.

Brussels, Jan. 19—Dr. Leyds, European
representative of the Transvaal, and the
Boer delegates met again today at some
mysterious rendezvous. Dr. Leyds now
denies himself to everybody. :

It is asserted that Dr..Kuyper, the

Dutch premier, on his return to the Hague
from London had a conferemce with wr.
Wolmarans, one of the Boer delegates,
who sent another delegate to consult with
Mr. Kruger, and that another meeting
will be held Monday.
" In spite of the Boer denials, a strong
feeling exists here that some peace move-
ment is afoot between Gredt Britain and
the Boer delegates, but that there is dif-
ficulty in arriving at any acceptable basis
of terms, Mr. Kmger and Dr. Leyds be-
ing reluctant to commit themselves.

It is declared in Boer circies here that
a number of Englishmen, supposed to be
officials of the British government, arriv-
ed at The Hague under assumed names
last Saturday and were later visited and
entertained at dinmer by the British min-
ister there. /

Pro-Boer Sa)\/s He Thought of Try-
ing, But Gave Up the Idea.

Paris, Jan. 18.—Arthur Lynch, the re-
cently elected member of the House of
Commoas for Galway city, who is said
to have fought on the side of the Boers
in “South Africa, in aa interview with a
representative of the Associated Press to-
day, denied that he had tried to go to
England for the opening of parliament.
Col. Lynch said he had not left Paris, for
the good reason that he appreciated the
fact that he would not be allowed to
reach his goal—the House of Comnons.
He had some time ago contemplated go-
ing to the opening of parliament, but,
said he, jokingly: ~

“I did oot think then that a nation
that considers itself one of sportsmen
would be so unsportsmanlike as to seek to
reach me in cold blood when it might
have had me in warm blood in the
Transvaal.”

Col. Lynch added that his future move-
ments would be governed by the coun-
sels of the Irish party in which -he has
every confidence and by the wishes of his
constituents. He declared the stories
published in the Lnglish papers of his re-
cent visit to Dr. Leyds at Brussels, with
whom he was allezed to have business
connections were pure inventions.

Mexico City, Jan- 18—Chilpancingo, the
capital of the State of Guerrero, has beea
for two days in indescribable panic for yes-
terday came a repetition of the earthquake
shock of Thursday, razing to the ground
many houses spared in the first ecarth-
quake. The people are camping out on the
almeda and inthe fields. Hundreds of
families are ruined- The buildings destroy-
ed include the Seventeenth batallion’s bar-
racks, from which the soldiers were or-
dered, thus saving their lives. The school
buildings are wrecked, but the children’
were all saved, their teachers having rare .
presence of mind and giving the order for
them' to march to the street when the
first rumbling of the earth began Thurs-
day. The parish church, which was be-

ing repaired, having been injured in a re-

cent earthquake, was destroyed. When
the shock began it was nearly filled with
worshippers, who fled in dismay, women
being knocked down, but fortunately all
had gained the street when the heavy
stone arches fell.

Governor Mora and his secretary escap-
ed from the state palace in time to save
themselves.. The statue of General Nick-
olas Bravo was thrown down and the
town government building was so badly
cracked that its fall is hourly expected.
Great fissures opened across the streets.

THE BOERS AT BERMUDA

FIVE THOUSAND WELL CARED FOR
AND HAPPY CAPTIVES.

Libraries, Schools and Reading Rooms Pro-
vided, With Perfect Liberty to Amuse
Themselves--Yet a Boston Missionary Ap-
peals for Aid for Them.

Boston, Jan. 17.—Rev. Bdward Everelt
Hale, president of the Lend a Hand' So-
ciety, of Boston, which for months has
been collecting and  shipping clothing,
food and other things to the Boer pris-
oners in Bermada, recently sent his as-
gistant, Rev. W. 8. Key, to make a visit
to the prison camps and to report on the
conditions.Mr. Key has just returned. le
was permitted to visit all the camps on
six different islands and to talk at will
with the prisoners. There are now about
5,000 men and boys in the prispn laagers.
About 300 are boys under 16; 100 are men
over 66, many very weak and decrepit.
Less than one half the entire number
were taken prisoners aith arms in their
possession or when engaged in the war.
The youngest is only eight and a half
yvears old. He was tending sheep when
captured. For six weeks this child cried
night and day for his mother. The pris-
oners are kept within the enclosure by
barbed ‘wire fences while armed troops
guard them and a fleet of battleships ride
at anchor among the .islands and - flasn
searchlights on the camps through the
night. Thore ave 37 life prisoners in soli-
tary confinement. ‘They are Cape rebels
and after being tried for treason were
sentenced te be shot but only one was
executed, the sentences of the rest being
commuted to imprisonment for life. One
has died and others are dying. Iight of
wives and families in South
Africa. All the jwisoners complained of
having no clothing except what they wore
when captured. Some had not a dhange
of underwear for 16 months, !
Dunenz Mr. Key's visits, clothing was
distributed but hats, caps, socks, towels,
handkerchiefs, - wnderclothing, suspenders

and soap, ncedles, thread, buttons and
ac are sorely needed.
Their daily ration is very dnsufticient,

as all the prisoners had been accustomed
to an active outdoor life, had splendid ap-
petites and before the war were always
within reach of plenty of good substan-
tial feod. The restraint is alfecting their
health and throngh the small food allow-
ance many are emaciated. Some few are
allowed to work for the Fnglish govern-
ment in the prison laagers, for which they
receive two cents an hour. To' while away

the time and earn a littlé money many
carve toys, curios and wuseful articles out
of avood, stone, slate and bones from their
meat, and make odd things out.of copper,
tin, brass_and silver and silk. Some draw
and"Dainf quaint pictures. Some are be-
coming expert photographers. The walk-
ing sticks, glove boxes, cribbage boards,
picture frames, paper knives afe works of
art, which are sold in the United States

high officers of state in the Transvaal and
Orange Free State among the prisoners.
They have organized into committees and
have men to fill all offices. They have,
too, churches, day and Sunday schools,
Y. M. C. A. and Christian endeavor so-
cieties, and libraries and reading rooms.
Many are learning English, French and
German, as well as short hand and other
studies. There is a regular schoolmaster
in each camp. They are intensely re-
ligious, hiave daily prayers and catechism
classes. They are as confident they will
preserve their national independence as
when the war began. They need such
food as oatmeal, carnmeal, condensed
milk, all kinds of cereals, dessicated veget-
ables, and tobacco for the old men. Money
is also needed. The Lend a Hand Society,
Boston, receives and ships all contribu-
tions which are gratefully received.

B. Johnsod, St
I’. Creelman, II. C. Dunlap, G. F. Chap-
lin and S. Chaplin.

ANDRE SUPPORTED
N FRENCH CHAW

Military Promotions Form Topr.
Stormy Interview.

Paris, Jan. 17—In the Chamber of Dep-
uties today M. Cuneo D'Ornano interpel-
lated the governmen't regarding alleged
violations of the military laws and regula-
tions governing the promotion of officers,
by General De Gallifiet, the former minis-
ter of war. The speaker said these min-
isters, by deerees, had infringed the rights
of ‘the officers, that General Andre, by as-
suming the sole right of promotion, had
destroyed the democratic idea of advance:
ment, and that the officers had no confi-
dence in the impartiality of the minister
of war, who was subject to political iu-
fluences. Officers, the deputy added, had
been punished because of their political
opinions. .

General Andre raised an outery from
the Rightisis and Centrists and cheers
from the Leftists by announcing that he
was preparing a bill providing for the ex-
clusion of pupils of the schools of the con-
gregations from sdholarships ag the myili-
tary school.

M. Lasies, anti-Semite said the suggesi-
ed measure was shameful.

M. Cuneo D’Ornano described the pro-
posed bill as odious and declared Geneial
Andre wished to cut France in twain.

Geaeral Andre rveplied that he took
the systemr of promoting out of the hands
of the former army comumnission and as-
sumed the task himself, because the com-
mission was an irresponsible body, where-
as the minister of war was a responsible
personage, and the advancement of ofticers
was therefore in the hands of parliament.

The Rightists and Centrists warmly
protested against. this view.

General Andre explained that prowmo-
tion, like all acts of executive power, was
necessarily dependent on parliament and
that the present system would not impair
the guarantees of the officers.

Ihe chamber, by 308 to 214 votes, adopt
ed a resolution approving of General An-
dre’s declarations.
