The objec-
tions which the United States has made
te the open door, Russia answers by say-
ing that none of the assurances which
che ‘hes given to this country will be
withdrawn. It is the desire of the St.
Petersburg government that tne United
States withdraw from its attitude of ob-
jection. ‘““What will happen then?’ has
been asked.

“Qh,” the reply is, “Russia would be
glad to make a special commercial treaty
with the United States which would give
her the same advantageswwhich ghe would
get through the eommercial treaty with
China, under which the ports of Muklen
and Takushan are to be open ports.”

Ottawa, April 27—(Special)—Sir Wil-
liam Mhulock at&te.d in the house today
that a ecommunication was received from
the Trale and Labor Congress of Canada
in reference to a despatch in a Toronto
newspaper from London, quoting W. T.
R. Preston as éaying to the Pall Mall
Gazette that mechanics were not obtain-
able in Toronto. Mr. Preston was com-
municated with as to whether he had
been correctly reported. Instructions
were sent to agents to confine their ef-
forts towards promoting the immigration
of agrieultural ; classes.

In reply to Mr. Emmerson, who inquir-

ed if there were any efforts made by im-
migration officers to bring immigrants to
the maritime provinces, Mr. Mulock said
that the work of immigration officers was
dire¢ted to securing immigeants for the
dominion, leaving it to eettlers to select
the parts of the country where they de-
sire to locate. Immigration literature, de-
acribing the dominion, incidentally, re-
ferred to the various provinces.
. During the calendar year 1902 3,161 im-
migrante arrived at a Canadian port, de-
clared théir intention of settling in the
maritime provinces, and 1,879 have done
so for the first quarter of 1903.

The
shots had been fired by a man who was a
stranger. In an instant someone had taken
in the situatfon and the next moment the
unknown man was seized by a mumber of
clerks and disarmed. A police call was given
and the visitor was arrested. He proved to
be Hartwell Stafford of Brookline, and later,
it appeared, that he had shot Bishop to
avenge an alleged wrong which he felt Bish-
op had done to the family of Stafford’s in-
tended bride. Bishop, who was mwounded in
the arm and side, was taken fo a hospital
where it was announced he had good chances
of recovery. ;

The story is that up to three weeks ago
Bishop was the accepted sultor of Miss Btta
Mclian, of Roxbury, in whose family he
boarded. At the time mertioned, an engage-
ment of marriage which 18 safd to have been
entered into‘ by the man and the
woman was brokem. Soon it to
appear that Hartwell Stafford, profirietor ot
a mhil agency business was favored by Miss
Molean and later an engagement was an-
nounced. Bishop, who had moved from the

MoLean house persisted in his attentions to
Miss MoLean after she selected Stafford as
her 'filance.

Bishop it is said, had purchased as an in-
vestment some time ago a mortgage on the
residence of the McLean family. For some
reason the owners of the property were un-
able to meet the payments, and Bishop
threatened to start foreclosure proceedings.

This afternoon the disturbances at Mar-
seilles around the Capuchin convent broke
out again with mudh violence, owing to the
attempt of a party of Oblate faithers to
visit the barricaded convent. The sight

of the visitors aroused the anger of the
enemies of the congregations, and an at-
tack was made. Clericals hastened to the
agsistance of the fathers, and a pitched
battle between the two parties followed.
Sticks and sbones were used freely and in-
juries were inflicted upon mamny Dersonsy
among whom were two women, while on-~
lookers from windaws joined in the fray by
throwing all kinds of missiles.

The police finally rescued ithe Oblate
fathers and the fighting ceased. A crowd
of 3,000 persons, however, remained in the
neighborhood of the convent, expressing
itself for and against the monks, until
dark, when the police at last succeeded im

i ing it. :

At Nantes today seven Capuchins were
sentenced by the court to pay fines of $3.20
each for refusing %o ‘close and leave their
convent.

A crowd of 2,000 persons escorted the
Capucians from the court, cheering themi
and shouting “Long live the brothers,™

and “Long live liberty.”
