Perry Denies Making Threat

Cole’s Island, N. B., July 9—(By tele-
phone)—The inquest into the death of the
four men who lost their lives in the burn-
ing of the river steamer Crystal Stream,
here on June 21, was closed tonight and
the verdict handed Coroner Earle by the
jury was that William Logan, Allan Lo-
gan, Fred Smith and Edward Baxter
came to their death by burning in the
Crystal Stream on the night of June 21;
cause of fire unknown.

Herbert McCleery, mate of the Crystal
Stream, one of the survivors of the fire,
+gave evidence. It was his duty, he said,
to look after the stowing of freight and
Jook after the lights after the boat was
tied up. He made his rounds as usual
the night of the fire and saw nothing
unusual. There was no sign of fire. He
had no reason for suspecting the Crystal
Stream would be burned.

He told of his remarkable escape as be-
fore recorded, and saw the two Logan
boys get out of bed when he did and
William Logan helped him to force up the
trap into the cabin.

He told of the cargo of hay, hoop poles
and general freight. Planks lay from the
boat to the shore, and the forward gang-
way was open as customary.

Mate McCleery said he had no idea of
ti® reason why the four men did not
follow him when he got out through the
itrap. He thought they were following
bim. He was sure that William Logan
had leaped behind him. .

Neill is strongly of opinion that the more
extensive cultivation of apples in the St.
John valley, combined with. the proposed
cold storage facilities in the city, would
lead to a great increase in the trade of
this port.

Speaking to a’ Telegraph reporter last
evening on the conditions in P. E. Island,
Mr. McNeill-said at present only sufficient
apples were produced in the season for
home consumption and not enough for
winter use. The series of meetings it wae
proposed to hold would deal particularly
with the question of co-operative eelling,

yments understand each other thoroughly.

Tt was said today that no notes had
\been received from Japan concerning any
jquestion of policy, and, so far as the San
| Francisco matter was concerned, the situ-
‘ation was the same as it had been since
ithe decision to have it taken up in the
lcourts there. The report that Ambassador
{Aoki intends to leave Washington and go
ito Japan in October was emphatically de-

oA pied this morning at the Japanese em-

‘¥bassy by Mr. Miyoaka, the counsellor of
‘the embassy. The report is understood
to have come from Tokio, but not from
official sources. The statement was made
at the embassy this morning that the
'ambassador had no intention of returning
'to Japan this fall for any purpoee.

Very severe strictures are passed by the
\Kvening Post in its Washington corre-
sspondence upon the administration’s plan
of sending a flect to the Pacific. It ac-
cuses President Roosevelt of playing do-
mestic politics at the expense of a friend-
ly government. It says among ‘other
things: A

«President Roosevelt, if he so desires,
s able to learn through channels closed
40 the general public precisely what are
the real sentiments of the Japanese gov-
jernment toward the proposal that a fleet
lof sixteen American battleships be concen-
trated in Pacific waters. 1f he has made
such inquiries, disregarding the public
statements of Ambassador Aoki, which
were made simply for publication and not
\as an evidence of good faith, he will have
\learned that the government of Japan is

_ |annoyed and irritated at the gcheme for
m garish naval display in the Pacific at
ithis inopportune juncture. He will have
{learned, too, that the reasons ascribed by
\Japanese and other foreign governments
for this movement do little credit to him
ias the head of a great nation.

“Qince it became known, through the
‘gingular sequence of contradictory and
_evasive utterances at Oyster Bay, and
from the secretary of the navy at Oak-
Jand that the administration really con-
templated massing all the available battle-

A‘ships in the Pacific Ocean, foreign embas-

sies in this country have been assiduously
iengaged in endeavoring to find out the
! real meaning of such a movement and the
real sentiment of Japan towards such a

‘demonstration. Here an attempt is mede

to sum up their impressions as derived
from trustworthy sources. .

“Japan is both sorry and, irritated that
any such contemplated movement of bat-
tleships should have become public at this
time. The government of Japan regards
the dissemination of the news of the Heet
movement at this time as inopportune and
tactless, and as giving the ‘jingoes’ of both
countries a basis on which to indulge in
turther wild talk of war. The news
makes it infinitely more difficult for the:
governments of the two countries amicab-
ly and sanely to relieve the tension in
California.

“The embassies do not believe that the
president has any warlike intent in dis-
patching a great fleet of battleships to the
Pacific, but they do believe that he is en-
gaged in the unworthy occupation of em-
ploying international pawns in domestic
politics. His motive for playing this dan-
gerous game is believed to lie in a lurking
desire on his part to continue himself in
office, and make imperative his nomina-
tion by the Republicans for a third term.

“When Ambassador Aoki said that Jap-
an would find no reason for protest in the
sending of a great battleship fleet from
the Atlantic coast to the territorial waters
of the United States in the Pacific, he
was speaking as a diplomatist, for publica-
tion, and hardly expressing what he really
thought and felt, and what the Japanese
government thought and felt. Had the
news of the movement of the fleet come
six months earlier or six months later,
nothing would have'been thought of it by
the Japanese government; but, coming as
it does now, President Roosevelt has
played direc:'v into the hands of the Pro-
gressive party cZ opposition, which is now
seeking to overthrow politically the exist-
ing Japanese government. This govern-
ment, there is every reason to believe, en-
tertains only the most friendly sentiments
toward the United States, and is naturally
intensely irritated that President Roose-
velt should have aided so materially the
“jingo” party which is endeavoring to cast
the present ministry out of office.

“The Japanese deprecate the sending of
a great fleet to the Pacific, as a move in
domestic politics. They resent being made
the objective of a move which sets the
whole world chattering and gossiping
about war, and which they believe has for
its underlying motive the upholding of
the political fortunes of President Roose-
velt and his friends. They do not like
the idea of having the ‘big stick’ waved
in their faces in order that ‘my politics’
may be perpetuated.” .

Admiral Baron Gombei Yamamoto ex-
pressed in original style his views of the
Japanese-American difficulty when he
landed from the Cunard line steamship
Carmania this morning. He said: “What
is the friendship between this country
and Japan? Something that has lasted
since before our time. That friendship
cannot be frightened away by a passing
shadow.”

“What is your opinion of the object of
the United States government in sending
its battleship fleet to the Pacific?” was |
the poser first put to him.

“Let me tell you, first of all,” he ans-
wered through an interpreter, “that 1
myself have none but the warmest per-
sonal feeling for this country. Now, as
for the question that you ask of me, I can
only say that it is entirely for this coun-
try to answer what its purposes &re in
dispatching this fleet, and not for me t¢
have any opinion.”

Some one askad the admiral whether
there was any basis for the general ex-
pectation that he would, on his return,
be appointed prime minister of Japan for
the opposition or Kensie Honto party to |
supersede the present ministry. He
laughed aloud.

“T have served in positions in the cabi-
net long enough,” he explained. “Yes, I
have had enough of that and my place is
with my sword by my side. Polities do
not interest me, for I am above all a
naval man.” Dismissing thus his own
affairs, the admiral turned of his own ac-
count to another topic. “I have noticed,”
he began, “‘the attention given to the re-
lations between America and Japan by
the newspapers in both countries.

«The newspapers cannot use too much

- Discussing 'the St. John valley as an
apple growing centre, Mr. McNeill ex-
plained that much the same climate pre-
vailed as on the island. It was unfortun-
ate, he said, that good winter apples came
from a tender tree, which accounted for
the fact that a preference was shown for
the early varieties. There was, however,
a sufficient market for fall apples to justi-
fy a much greater number of trees being
planted. The Duchess and Gravenstein
varieties could be readily shipped in bar-
rels, as they were good carriers of excel-
lent quality and would meet with a ready
sale in the old country.

With regard to local conditions, Mr. Mc-
Neill said since his arrival he had met R.
J. Graham, the manager of the cold stor-
age company now erecting a building
here, who was well known to him as a
great shipper of apples from Belleville
(Ont.) When the proposed warehouse
was in operation he saw no reason why
50,000 to 100,000 barrels of Duchess apples
should not leave St. John for the English
market every year. At present the ship-
ments were only spasmodic and probably
did not exceed 1,000 barrels.

What a country like the St. John valley
needed was thore people on every farm
to handle the cultivation of apples. On a
moderate calculation, ten acres of trees
in fall bearing, which meant about eight
years from the time of planting, ought to
yield 800 to 1,000 barrels, selling barrelled
in St. John at $2.25 as an inside price.

As to the cost of production, the culti-
vation, pruning and spraying would in-
volve an outlay of about $250, the barrels
would cost a similar amount, bring the
expenditure to $500, against an income of
at least $1,800 at $2.25 a barrel. The ori-
ginal cost of planting would not exceed $30
an acre, and trees once in good bearing
order would last from fifty to 100 years
1if well taken care of.

Asked as to the most suitable localities,
Mr. MecNeill said the beach lands in the
st. John valley around Fox's, Gagetown,
Sheffield and Maugerville were excellent,
and around Grand Lake and to some ex-
tent: up the Kennebeccasis good land was
plentiful. He thought the matter might
well be taken up by the St. John Board
of Trade as had been done elsewhere, as
increased production in the St. John val-
ley would lead to increased® trade for the
port.

With- a supply of apples constantly ar-
riving during the season, they could be
held in cold storage until May or June
and sold on the other side at a big ad-
vance in price. For this purpose, how-
ever, - Mr. McNeill added, cold storage
steamers would be necessary, but he saw
no reason why, if the trade demanded it,
they should not be forthcoming.

UP AT WOODSTOCK

Whole Forenoon Consumed in Select-
_ing a Jury.

Orown Puts Several W itnesses
on the Stand to Prove That De-
fendant Bought Up Logs That
Were Stolen.

\

Woodstock, N. B., July 9—Great inter
est is being manifested in the county
court proceedings which opened today,
Judge Carleton presiding. . After an ad-
dress by his honor this morning, the
jurors retired and elected Post Master
Smith foreman, and did not return with
their findings until 430 p. m. They
brought in a true bill against Samuel
Hudlin for assault and for breaking jail.

| The .clerk called Hudlin who has gone to

parts unknown and upon receiving mo re-
ply, a bench warrant was issued.

‘A true bill was found against B E
Smith for receiving stolen lumber. The
grand jury had before it J. Fraser Greg-
ory, president, and Lewis Bliss, secretary
of the St. John River Log Driving Com-
pany, Tize Dyer, Deputy Sheriff Foster
and others.

J. C. Hartley, representing Mr. Smith,
suggested to his honor that the matter
of arraignment of Smith be left until to-
morrow morning, as it was possible that
he would move to quash the indictment.
His request was granted and the court
adjourned until tomorrow # 10 o’clock.
Wm. Connell is representing the crown,
and F. B. Carvell, M. P, K. C, is coun-
sel for the log driving company.

Woodstock, N. B., July 10.—The county
court resumed its session this morning
when the case against B. F. Smith, charg-
ed with buying stolen lumber, was taken
up. J. C. Hartley, counsel for the de-
fendant; F. B. Carvell, for St. John River
Log Driving Co.; Wm. M. Connell, for the
crown.

After repeated challenges that took up
all the morning, the following jury was

J. Fraser Gregory was the firet witness.
He told of the official position he held as
president of the St. John River Log Driv-
ing Co. since April lst. He detailed the
fact that inspectors were appointed for
the St. John River in 1905-08 and told of
the appointment of DeputySheriff Foster
ag inspector early in May.

John Kilburn, sworn, said he had been
a lumberman for forty years and told of
his marks. Under cross-examination by
Mr. Hartley he admitted that he had made
the remark that according to reports
Smith stole his logs.

Tize Dyer.

Tize Dyer followed and he told practical-
ly the same story as he did at the prelim-
inary examination. He lived in Bristol,
was a common laborer and not a lumber-
man. He knew Smith for four or five
years, commenced working for him in
1906, never sold logs to anyore but B. F.
Smith. Worked for him rafting and
stream driving, brought logs to Smith
mills in the summer of 1906. He got them
out of the river. Smith paid him §5 for
same, probably eighteen logs. He also
sold some other logs to Smith. This year
he was in the employ of Smith rafting
logs. Smith set no wages but he was paid
82 a day. He rafter at Bristol the Bill
Bell logs. Five or six rafts went to Bath.
He rafted the Harry Gibson logs. While
rafting at Bristol, Smith drove by and
asked who owned. the joint, in dispute.
He replied it was his (Dyer’s). Smith
asked what he was going to do with the
logs and he replied that he was going to
put them in Smith’s raft. This was done.
He picked these logs up in the river while
rafting, some in business hours and some
after hours. He did not think they were
marked logs. He never had any instruc-
tions from Smith to pick up river Jogs.
He was picking up on his own account.
He knew he was not doing right in pick-
ing up river logs but lots were doing the
same and he did not think there was
much harm done. He then told of his ar?
rest, his bail, his flight to Mars Hill,
Maine, his. interview with Sheriff Foster
and the promise that if he returned to
this country from the other side of the
line he would be used only as a witness
and not prosecuted for picking up the
river logs.

Wm. Burnham, who has been in the em-
ploy of Smith for eight years, gave evi-
dence of the rafting of logs at Bath and
Bristol, including the disputed joint.

Wm. Hopkins told of the dispute he
had with Smith when he left his employ
over a difference as to whether or not
Smith owned certain logs. Under cross-
examination he admitted that he did not
Jeave particularly over ‘the log question
but he was cross with Smith for not giv-
ing him an increase of pay and intended
Jeaving anyway, as he had a job on the
railway with more wages.

John Farley was the last witness before
adjournment. He was the police magis-
trate of Bristol. Foster and he looked at
the disputed joint of logs. It was a differ-
ent growth from the main raft, this par
ticular joint was all epruce. Half the
joint had the appearance of old logs and
the ends of some had been battered. There
chould be no difficulty in distinguishing
them from the Smith logs. Fostar and he
were on the raft.

ONE ARREST MADE

Charles Burke, of Montreal, Bagged
After Two Years' Search by Do-
minion Police — Australian Crops
Not Up to the Average— Trade
Reports.

Ottawa, July 9—In connection with the
arrest of Charles Burke, for counterfeit-
ing, Colonel Sherwood, commissioner of
the dominion police, stated that off and
on for the last two years the detectives
of the dominion policz had been engaged
in ferreting out the men who were paseing
the spurious, money.

The counterfeiting was not steady, being
done by fits and starts. The detectives
were puzzled for a time, as to where the
plant was situated, but an arrest in Mont-
real gave the local men the desired clue.
Burke was watched for some time, and
then arrested at his home. A search of
the house revealed a complete plant for
the making of $5 bills of the Montreal,
Dominion and Traders Banks.

Detective James Parkinson, who made
the capture, resides at 86 College avenue.
He has been on the force for upwards o
twenty years, and is one of its cleverest
men.

The trade and commerce department has
received reports-from J. 8. Larke, Can-
ada’s trade agent in Sydney, and D. H.
Ross, agent at Melbourne. Mr. ke
says that trade in New Zealand is Pros-
rous. In New South Wales and Aus-
tralia generally the harvest will not be
an average onme.

Mr. Ross gives figures to show that
Canadian trade with Australia is increas-
ing. In 1906 Canada exported £303,751,
an increase of £72,770 over 1905. The
imports to Canada from Australia were
£72,688, an increase of £20,400.

Information of her death has been wir-
ed to her parents in Lowell and if noth-
ing is heard from them she will be buried
here tomorrow.

Fredericton, N. B., July 10—(Special)—
News that Mrs. David’s injuries had re-
sulted fatally was reported here shortly
before 6 o’clock this evening; and immedi-
ately communicated to her husband,
Thomas David, in his cell in the county
jail by Jailor Hawthorne. The prisoner
seemed to be very much frightened at the
news. He inquired first if it was true be-
yond a doubt, and on being assured that
it was, exclaimed with a sigh: “I wish I
was dead, too.” He then gave, for the
edification of the jailor, -a story of his
matrimonial troubles, and seemed to be
very bitter against his late wife. David
claimed that she had desertud him no less
than three times without cause, and on
each occasion he had gone to her after-
wards and held out the olive branch of
peace. On the day the shooting occurred,
she promised at Woodstock that she
would accompany him to Lowell, but
when McAdam wag reached suddenly
changed her mind. She = purchased her
own ticket and Tefused to enlighten him
in regard to her destination. When he
tried to compel her to tell, she invited
him to go to the lower regions, and the
remark so enraged him that he lost con-
trol of his temper and shot her.

David labors under the belief that he
had ample justification for the rash deed.
He is not any too well pleased with his
Jot at the county jail, the diet of bread
and water being especially distasteful to
him. He appealed to the sheriff for a
change recently, but was told he was get-
ting all' the law allowed. He also ex-
pressed a wish that he might be allowed
to work, as he did not like being in idle-
ness.

The prisoner is of the Roman Catholic
faith, and this afternoon at his request
Jailor Hawthorne called in Rev. Father
Carney, with whom he had a brief con-
sultation. He admitted to the priest that
he did the shooting, and proceeded to en-
tertain him with an account of his matri-
monial troubles. .

David will be -arraigned before Police
Magistrate Marsh tomorrow morning on a
charge of murder, and will be remanded
for a few days to await the result of the
coroner’s inquest.

The prisoner told the jailor today that
he had no money with which to engage
counsel to defend him. He said he had 5
when he was arrested, but that had been
taken from him.

MURDEROUS ATTACK
ON HALIFAX OFFICER

Major Thacker, of Royal Artillery,
Assaulted While Asleep

X

Some One Orept Under the Oan-
vas Tent During the Night and
Struck Him a Terrific Blow on
Forehead, Rendering Him Un-
consocious--A Soldier Suspected

Halifex, N. 8., July 8—Major ‘t'hacker,
Qommn.nding the Royal Canadian Artillery
in camp at MacNab’s Island, was the vic-
tim of a mysterious and violent assault in
the dead hours of last night. Some one, as
yet unknown, crept under the canvas tent
and struck the major across the forehead

with a tent pin as he lay asleep. The

officer was rendered unconscious. He had
a terrible gash from which the blood
flower profusely.

1t is not known how long Major Thack-
er remained in that condition,but it was 3
o’clock in the morning when he regained
consciousness and called for help. When
his pitiable condition was seen a general
alarm was sounded which brought every-
one in the camp on parade, o hastily did
the soldiers respond that some of them
came only half clothed. The roll was call-
ed and every man in the camp was found
present. An order was given to search the
woods. This was at once put into effect
but no one was found and though a dilig-
ent lookout has been kept all day no
light has yet been thrown on the out-

rage.

It is believed the assault was committed
by one of the soldiers but no suspicion yet
attaches to any particular individual.
Major Thacker is eaid to be unpopular

f | with his command. He was taken to the

hospital tent and nine stitchcs were put
into the wound by the surgeon. .

Halifax, N. 8., July 10—Two Royal
Canadian artillerymen have been arrested
suspected of having committed the assault
on Major Thacker. They are Englishmen.
Masks were found in their kit, which it is
thought they used to disguise themselves
in making the attack.

e of the prisoners was heard to re-

BAITISH JOURNALISTS
COMING TO CANADA

Montreal, July 9—The Star’s London
correspondent cables: :

He calls on
his leader, Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man, to carry out his own declaration of
policy on March 27, that the government
are not advocates of subsidized services
where an absolute equivalent for the
money is not received.

Mr. Cox denies that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
offers any such equivalent, and contends
that the New York route will always be
preferred to Halifax or Montreal. The
whole argument for the “All-Red” route
is an argument for protection against the
foreigner, and he sees no reason why the
British taxpayers should be bled for the
benefit of Canadian tourists, Canadian
farmers and consumers of Canadian
cheese.

The ministers still favor the scheme,
but it is evident if they carry it, it will
be in the teeth of determined opposition
of the extreme free trade group.

PAYS OFF HIS -
DEBT IN FULL

E. W. Bailey 14 Years at the Task—
Failed for $4,000,000 in Pork in
Chicago. -

Chicago, July 7—Edward W. Bailey,
who fourteen years ago in the famous
pork corner, lost $4,000,000 with the men
associated with him, last night mailed
checks for $60,000, thus wiping out the
last cent of indebtedness. He has not
much money left,but faces the world with
clean hands.

For fourteen years the payment of his
obligations has been an obsession. Under
the rules of the game, he could have gone
into bankruptcy, or “gone broke” and
either method would have cancelled the
litigations, in the eyes of the Jaw. - Mr.
Bailey took a different view of things.
He owed certain men certain amounts of
money and the repayment of these sums
was his constant care, night and day. His
name went for something and it stands
tor much today.

The crash in pork, which carried down
many fortunes, came Aug. 1, 1893. Cud-
ahy failed for six million dollars and many
of the lesser fry went under. never to
emerge again. On the last day of July
pork closed at $19 the barrel. At the tap
of the gong the next day it opened at
$18.75 and the rout was on. Cudahy _was
carrying 200,000 tierces of lard and made
frantic efforts to borrow $500,000 to stem
the tide, but bankers were cautious.
When it became known he would be
forced to unload, a panic began. Pork
tumbled to $10.50 and lard finally landed
at $5.90, after starting the day at $9.75.
E. W. Bailey & Co. it was found after
order was restored, was out about $4,000,-
000 and it is this debt Mr. Bailey has just
cleared after fourteen years’ devotion to
the work.

SIXYOUNG MEN DROWNED
DURING PLEASURE SAL

Bangor, Me., July 9—By the capsizing
of the sloop Ruth E. Cumnock, of Brooks:
ville in Penobscot Bay this afternoon, six
young men of her party of seven were
drowned. Laurent D. Hall, of Bangor, be-
ing the only survivor.

Six of the party were Bangor young
men, summering at the Hersey Retreat
at Sandy Point, and they had been in-
vited by their friend William Vague, of
South Brooksville, to take a sail in his
boat to Islesboro and back. The sloop
had reached a point off Castine when she
was struck by a fierce squall and instantly
capeized, her ballast and lead keel carry-
ing her down like a rock.

Hall, who is a strong swimmer, mai®
aged to keep afloat for forty-five minutes
and was picked up by the tug Bismarck,
which landed him at Sandy Point. The
others sank one by one and none of the
bodies have as yet been recovered.

The sloop was considered to be-a safe
boat in the hands of a sailor. When the
squall struck, ome of the passengers was
at the wheel, Vague, her master, being
busy forward.

All of the victims are well connected
and widely known in school and college
circles.
