In January, 1878, Madame Gueyraud
died at her chateau of Ampouillac, on the
banks of the Ariege, in the department of
the Haute Garonne, in France. The es-
tate then descended to her daughter, the
wife of the Baron Fouant de la Tombelle,
a gentleman of high social position, well
EKnown in Paris and in Perigord. :

Last-October the Baron, alone, paid a
visit to Ampoutillac to supervise various
improvements contemplated on the prop-
erty, intending to remain there until the
middle of the following month.

The other servints did not
sleep in the chateau, so that at night the
Baron and Mitron were the sole occu-
pants of the dwelling.

About one o'clock in the night of Oct.
16, 2 boatman named Sau, while passing
in his boat on the stream which runs
close by the chateau, noticed a strong
odor of burning bones. About two 0'-
clock the bell of the chateau was sound-
ed and Mitron awakened the foreman and
the gardener, telling them that the house
was in flames. The other servants,
aroused by the alarm bell, quickly gather-
ed together and ran to the chatean. The
gardener, Dardie, and Mitron succeeded
in forcing their way to the Barow’s bed-
room and opening thc window. The
floor, the window curtains, and the bed
curtains were on fire. The body of the
Baron, | upon the stomach and
arms with the uplifted and the eyes
turned toward the door, was laying on
the fioor surrounded by flames.

But as he made
a slight movement, Lesserres struck him
again, and the Baron fell lifeless. upon the
floor. The keys were taken from his
pocket, and Mitroni opened the desk in
which the Barom’s money was kept.
Mitron found 2,000 francs in bills, and
1,110 in gold, which he took possession
of. He left, however, about 100 francs
in the desk, deceiving his accomplice
into the belief that he had fouud no
more. After drinking some wine in the
kitchen and smoking by the river border,
the assassins returned fo the house and
surrounded the body with papers, which
they set on fire.
