Elections.

VETERANS AFFAIRS
SUGGESTION TO REFER TO STANDING COM-
MITTEE REPORT ON WORK OF CANADIAN
PENSION COMMISSION

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (President of the
Privy Council): Mr. Speaker, I wonder if I
could have the general consent of the house
to revert to motions in order to make another
consent order? I believe that subject to the
approbation of the hon. member for Humber-
St. George’s-St. Barbe there would be general
agreement to make government order No. 93
a consent order of the house.

Mr. Speaker: Is this agreed?
Some hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Jack Marshzall (Humber-St. George’s-St.
Barbe): Mr. Speaker I welcome the govern-
ment motion that the report of the committee
to survey the organization and work of the
Canadian Pension Commission be referred to
the Standing Committee on Veterans Affairs.
It is our intention to dispense with debate. It
is unfortunate that this was not done before,
because a great deal of progress could have
been made. We regret that the white paper is
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not ready. This is one of the reasons for the
delay. However, it is likely that the white
paper will be available by the time the com-
mittee is ready to deal with the report in
September. I wish to assure the minister that
the members of the committee from my
party—

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I am wonder-
ing under what standing order the hon. mem-
ber is now addressing the house.

unless he has the consent of the house.

Some hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Speaker: If the hon. member has the
consent of the house, I understand that other
hon. members may want to take part in the
debate which would be initiated by the hon.
member’s statement. I suggest to hon. mem-
bers that perhaps we should go on with the
business of the house.

Mr. G. W. Baldwin (Peace River): Mr.
Speaker, on the point of order Your Honour
has raised, I understand that the President of
the Privy Council used the word approbation
and approbation has this type of wide
interpretation.

Mr. Speaker: Is this agreed?
