Througb a long series of years ho
fouud, from personal expenience, that
young horses frequently fell off in condition with-

out any approciable cause, their food beingplon- '
tifal and of.tho best quality, and no symptoms !

of general ill-hosith being apparent. Onsoarch-
ing carelully for tha caass of this atate of aflairy,
ho found, in mnearly every instance, that the
horses' tongues bad been moro or loss injured in
consequence of the omploymont of carved,
jointed, hinged, or otherwise complicated bits.
The gore and tender condition of so sensitivean
organ as the longue, nuoossarily prevented the
animals doing justico to their food, and whort
rations with the usual atgount of work, natural.
Iy led them toa lozsof condition. Unfortunately
tbe mischief genorally esespes attention uotil it
is tolerably far advanced. .
