Fallout
at BC

university

Victoria (CUP) - Despite tremen-
dous resistance in Nelson BC, the
David Thompson University Cen-
tre mop-up operations have
begun in the wake of the
government’s recent announce-
ment to close the centre May 1.

The University of Victoria
Extension Program Director Glen
Farrell said his office is forming
plans to end operations and fund
relocations for 50 students who
must transfer to other institutes to
finish programs.

“Fifty students in their first
year of the two year programs will
be eligible for funding,” Farrell
said.

The remaining 200 fulltime
and 100 parttime students will get
no assistance, he said.

Meanwhile, in Nelson, the
small city located in the culturally
rich Kootenay region of
Southwestern BC, the community,
students and employees of DTUC
have formed five committees to
fight the closure.

The student society has given
$3000 for the battle and has hired
Canadian poet and former in-
structor Tom Wayman to coor-
dinate the campaign.

“We’ll work like hell to save :

this place,” said support staff
worker Steve Geller. Student
society president Gary Shaw said
that they hope to educate the
government to show the decision
is politically unpopular, financially
unsound, and devastating for the
community.

The Nelson Daily News
editorial page of January 11 is
completely covered by letters
expressing shock and en-
couraging reconsideration.

“The closure of DTUC is the
last straw.in the demise of the city
of Nelson, perpetuated by the
Social Credit government... this
city loses more than finances. It
loses its essential character,”
wrote Nelson resident Rosamund
Sorenson.

Telerama
tomorrow

The Associated Canadian
Travellers (ACT) Telerama, held in
SUB until last year, moves into the
new Convention Centre in its 1984
version, this weekend.

The Mayfield Inn will also be
used as a site for the telethon,
which is trying to raise funds for
new living facilities at Camp He-
Ho-Ha. Other proceeds go to
individual and organizational pro-
jects in the northern Alberta
disabled community.
