The difference between these 
two figures Is your "Calculated 
Financial Need". You will only 
receive OSAP assistance if your 
educational expenses exceed 
your expected contribution.

Group A and married Group B 
students can receive at most 
$2,500 in grant per term. Single 
Group B students receive a 
maximum of $ 1,000 In grant per 
term. In addition, either group 
can be offered up to $1,800 in 
loan per term.
