! northeastof NIJMEGEN. Allied planes have breached the dykes

opposite NIJMIGEN flooding the German positions and drawing
off some of the water from the flooded areas around NIJMRGEN,
American First Army forces are now within two and half miles
of DUEREN.

The American Third Army is fighting within SIEGFRIED Line
fortifications around the town of DILLINGEN and have captured
the rallway station at SAARLAUTERN.

The Seventh Army has captured the French town of !AGUENAU,
Other Ameriocan troops are within three miles of COLMAR.

Italian patriots have cleared the ADRIATIC town of PORTO-
CORSINI NORTH of RAVENNA, :

Heavy Germah counter attacks against the Eighth Army briige-
head WEST of the LAMONE River have been repulsed,

There is little change in the situation in ATHENS, British
troops are being reinforced, It is reported that there are
ten to fifteen thousand ELAS troops inside ATHENS and as
many aore outside the town. ,
British troops of the Thirty-Sixth Division have captured

the railroad Jjunction of NABA on the BURMA railroad and

have advanced further SOUTH to occupy INDAY without opposition.

Sixteen hundred Liberators and Fortresses bombed rallway
lines leadins to the Western Front to-day.
