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estate, to be at the disposal of the Symod, or to be
held in trust for any religious or charitable object, and
may affix the corporate seal of the Synod to any docu-
ment which they may be required to execute with re-
spect to such property.

[V. The Executive Committee shall be also the
Business Committee of the Synod.

V. The said Committee shall publish in any Church
paper that may be established in the Diocese, at least
three months before each meeting of the Synod, the
business to be proposed by them.

ACT OF INCORPORATION.

(Passed April 29, 1863.)

WHEREAS, it is deemed just and expedient to incor-
porate the Diocesan Synod of the United Church of
England and Ireland of this Province, for the purpose
of enabling them to hold, acquire, and manage real and
personal estate for religious purposes,—

Be it therefore enacted by the Governor, Council,
and Assembly, as follows :

I. The Synod, consisting of the Jishop, Clergy, and
Representatives of the Laity of the United Church of
England and lreland in this Province, shall be a body
politic and corporate by the name of “The Diocesan
#ynod of Nova Scotia,” and by that name may take,
receive, and hold real and personal estate ; and may
let, sell, convey, or otherwise dispose of and manage
the same or any part thereof.

I1. Nothing in this Act contained shall extend to

abridge or affect in any way the rights or privileges of
any person or persons not being members of the said
