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4o. Dufferin street, from the end of the existing sewer 
to a distance of 300 feet, at an approximate cost of $2,400, 
the whole to be paid by the proprietors ;

5o. Mitcheson street, to complete the existing sewer, at 
an approximate cost of $900, out of which $100 is payable 
by the City.

Resolved: To concur in said reports, the City’s share to 
be charged against the appropriation voted for sewers.

3.—Reports from the Fire and Light Committee, recom­
mending:

lo. That $38 be voted to repair the private drain of No. 
5 fire station;

2o. That $500 be voted to pay experts concerning the in­
cineration of garbage for the production of electricity.

Resolved-. That the two above reports be adopted, the 
said sums of $38 and $500 to be charged to the arrears of 
taxes for 1905.

4— Moved by Aid. L. A. Lapointe, and
Resolved: That the sum of $3,800 be taken from the ar­

rears of taxes for 1905, and applied to the laying of per­
manent sidewalks.

5— Submitted reports from the Road Committee recom­
mending:

lo. That permanent sidewalks be constructed in certain 
streets at a cost of $2,422, one half payable by the City and 
the other half by the proprietors; the City’s share to be 
charged against the appropriation voted for sidewalks.

2o. That an adidtional sum of $1,530 be voted to cons­
truct a permanent sidewalk with asphalt mastic, instead 
of flagstone and coaltar, on the West side of Laval avenue, 
the City’s share, to wit: $765, to be charged against the 
appropriation voted for sidewalks;

3o. To lay permanent sidewalks in several streets at an 
approximate cost of $23,868, half of which is payable by 
the proprietors and the other half by the City; the City's 
share to be charged against the appropriation voted for 
sidewalks;

4o. To take the sum of $2,020 from the amount voted for 
a permanent sidewaik on both sides of Chatham street, 
and to apply said amount to the laying of a permanent 
sidewalk on the East side of St. Martin street, from Notre- 
Dame to St. James street, half of said sum to be paid by 
interested proprietors and the balance by the City.

Resolved: To recommend to Council that said reports be 
adopted.

C_Submitted reports from the Road Committee recom­
mending:

lo. That a sum of $12,000 be added to the sum of $14,000, 
already voted for the paving of St. James street, from half­
way between Versailles and Lusignan streets to Seigneurs 
street inclusively, the sum to be charged against the ar­
rears of taxes for 1906.

2o. To vote a sum of $5,180 for the paving of Seigneurs 
street, from William to Notre-Dame street, the said sum 
to be taken from the arrears of taxes for 1905.

3o. Asking that a sum of $22,355 be voted for the cons­
truction of permanent sideways in certain streets, the 
City’s share, to wit: $11,177.50 to be paid by the varying 
of an appropriation of the same amount, voted for the pav­
ing of st. James street, between Metcalfe and St. Ferdi­
nand street, St. Henry ward.

Resolved: That the Council be asked to concur In said 
reports.

7.—it was then moved by Aid. L. A. Lapointe, and
Resolved: That the sum of $1,500 be taken from the ar­

rears of taxes for 1905 and be placed at the disposal of the 
Road Committee, to continue the paving of Gosford street, 
from St. Louis to Craig street.

g—The report and minutes of the sub committee on Ci­
vic properties, dated the 15th of July were read and con­
firmed.
