pram ton no of the coaat from I he Kiiwun 
"Panhandle" to California. It remained 
for her to art llr the north-western I «mi nd- 
ary of her lately revolted mine ala. and 
it was becoming clear that the nolutioo 
would be determined by effective pne- 
ermion. Great Britain might rhum 
wivereignty over an unknown wilderneaa, 
but if her late colonists should exploit

Though the Nor'-Wester, were mfer­

reted primarily in fur. and profita and 
g.yc little enr,«rawmeal to Mackenne 
m his exphwalmn. they were proud of his 
achievement* in opening up aueh vast 
regions to the fur-trader and the geog­
rapher The shrewd partner, in confer 
enre at Grand Portage, however, jealous 
of hie growing («opulanty, were swift to 
are the pnmil.litie. for trade, and they 
Iwgan to eooatruct new fort» nil over the 
territory which was now railed New 
Caledonia They sent Kroner and Thomp­
son to trace the Fraser and Columbia 
Rivero to the sen, and anticipate Lewis 
and Clark who were working from the 
A mari ran side. Thompson arrived at 
the mouth of the Columbia too late lo 
anticipate the American., for John Jacob 
Astor and his Pacific Fur Company had 
already arrived there and ntabhahed 
Astoria, which waa to be but the western 
end of a chain of fort» from the Atlantic 
to the Pacific. But the war of 1812 
ruined the Pacific Fur Company, and the 
Nor*-Wentil» following hot on the heels 
of their explorer, purchased their right, 
and converted Antona into Ft. Georfie. 
By 1813 they had extended their trade 
from Montreal to the mouth of the 
Columbia, rootrolling the entire trade 
west of the Rockies as well as that of the 
tributaries of the Columlna eastward to 
the headwaters of the Missouri; but they 
were not alone on the Bnakatehewan and 
Winnipeg Rivets, nor even on Rainv Lake 
an near their own headquarters, for the 
company at the Bay no longer slumbered 
and slept.
