Washington, Oct. 17—Anglo-

French successes in Flanders broad-
ening the great wedge which the al-
lies are relentlessly driving into the
German line are described as the
outstanding feature of the week in
the review of military operations for
the week ending October 13, given
out to-day by the War department.
