Both the parents of the subject
of our sketech died while he was
but a boy, leaving him in the care
of his aunt, Catherine Doran, a
maiden lady of rare tact and ener-
gy. Shecarried on the busines,
and looked after the large proper-
ty interests, until Mr. Davison him-
self took full charge at the early
age of eighteen, and became the
head of a flourishing" lnmbering,
farming and fishing industry. He
made Mill Village the base of oper-
ations and persecuted his affairs
with untiring zeal until about 1865,

his charities beralded; but ths

grateful rememberance of all who
received bis generous aid. In per-
son Mr. Davison was a man of
magaifieent physigne and of dis-
tinguished appearance. Even in
his later years there seemed to be
no lesseniug of energy. Only the
day before he was taken ill, he
was out on snow-shoes, exhibiting
all the agility of » man in his
prime. He was fond of out-door
life, and always superintended
the management, of his wills, hav-
ing a thorough knowledge and
great liking for machinery.

He was twice married. His firsg

when, owing to destructive forest
fires, he removed to the then small
village of Bridgewater. Here he
founded the well-known firm of E.
D. Davison & Sons, buying out the
Glenwood mill property then own-
ed by Capt, Wyman and others.
In 1808 he built his second mill;
since then he acquired the Sum-
merside property, the mills at Al-
peaa, Cooks
Falls—the firm have also widened
their business in Mill Village and
Port Medway.
