Many Fire Victims Taken From the
Water Yesterday.

New York, July 8.—Ore hundred and
two bodies have been recovered {rom
the waters of the North river up to
10 o’clock to-night, this being the
Iist of fatalities positively known. The
list i8 growing hour by hour, and to-
morrow when the tide is at its low-
est it i@ expected that a great
many more bodies will be recofered.
The dead to-night are distributed
among the morgues' in Hoboken, Jer-
sey City, New York, and ot the
steamship Saale there are three
bodies which have not yet been re-
moved., l

All day long to-day the work of
searching the ruins was kept up In-
cesantly. The official of the North
German L1o¥d line were dolng every-
thing they couid to straighten out
matters and hring things into some
sort of tapgible shape. Their main
efforts were directed to taking care
of the survivors, and to securing an
accurate list of the missing. General
Agent Schwab was at work in New
York all day long, and Superinten-
dent Moeller was with him assisting
in brioging things out of chaos. They
looked after the transportation to

Germany of the survivors who were
