Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Deminion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sifter of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cu’tivation of the land in ,-ach of three years. 
A homesteader may r.ve within nine miles of 
hi- homestead on a twin of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied hy him or by hla 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or sis-

In certain conditions a homesteader In good 
etandinv may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
/Including the time, required to earn home- 
stend patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted hie home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead In certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth

GOOD TIMES.
J. J. Hill Says They Are Coming 

as Soon as Tariff is Fixed.

Washington, July 15.—“As soon as 
the tariff is out of the way," said 
James J. Hill, the railroad magnate, 
who yesterday was one of President 
Taft's callers, “this country will enjoy 
a prosperity which will at least equal, if 
it does not surpass, that which it knew 
under the McKinley administration.

"Last month I travelled extensively 
through the west and I never saw such 
activity among the farmers. Everywhere 
I made enquiry and learned and saw 
that the crops were abundant and that 
the farmers were satisfied. Signs of 
the financial depression of 1007 are fast 
fading.

"Freight cars will be at a premium 
within a few weeks. We of the railroad 
•world judge the prosperity of the na­
tion as muehyby the number of idle cars 
as anything else. Throughout the past 
year there have been thousands idle, but 
they will soon be rolling about the coun­
try filled with freight. “

Mr. Hill says he expects to return to 
the St. Lawrence later in the summer 
and resume his fishing.

Former Ancasler Man Died In 
Texas Recently.

Dr. Henry S]K>hn, a former Ancestor 
man, died last week in the Mercy Hos­
pital at Laredo, Texas. He was born in 
that township on June 8th, 1827, and 
was the third son of Philip and Eliza- 
lieth Spohn.

“Dr. Miller was a good friend of moth­
er’s and mine and I'm sure he killed my 
father in self-defence,” the girl «aid, and 
this statement added fuel to the flames 
of conjecture already raging, making it 
seem more likely to the Saylers’ neigh­
bors that tihe husband was slain as the 
result of a plot between his wife and her 
supposed admirer.

ing her in the notoriety which would 
have followed any action on his part.

W. P. Nightingale, cashier of the bank 
of which Say 1er was vice-president, said 
to-day lie had long believed it was only 
his.love for his daughter that had held 
Savler back from interference with his 
wife's association with Dr. Miller.

"He seemed to fear some tragic solu­
tion of the situation," said Mr. Nightin­
gale. "Whenever he left the city dur­
ing the last year or so it was hies habit 
to seek the privacy of his office, after 
which he would reappear with a bulky 
envelope containing papers. Should any­
thing happen to him, he always told 
me, 1 was to open the packet and to fol­
low to the. letter the instructions con­
tained the.-^in.

"After each trip but the last he de­
stroyed the papers upon his return. He 
was away a little while ago. but when 
he came hack he failed to follow this 
practice. That packet. I believe, is lock­
ed in his private box in tin- bank's vault. 
Whether it will shed any light on the 
tragedy which ended his life I cannot 
say. The Coroner has the key, and will 
open the box later, possibly after the 
funeral to-morrow afternoon."

Evidence of the existence of the sus­
pected plot Is said to be in the hands 
of State's Attorney John P. Pallissard 
and Sheriff George P. Heikes, of Iro­
quois County.

Talk of storming the jail here and 
lynching Dr. Miller and Mrs. Savler is 
heard on every hand in Crescent City, 
which is only a few miles from here. 
Sheriff Heikes. in order to protect his 
prisoners against any mob violence, re­
doubled his guards to-night and armed 
them with guns.

BROTHER PLEADS WITH MOB.
Only the hard work of Will Savler, 

brother of the slain banker and princi­
pal of the schools of Dan forth. Ill ( pre­
vented an attempt at lynching Mon­
day night. More than 300 excited resi­
dents of Crescent City, armed with 
ropes, shotguns, revolvers and other 
weapons, formed in the streets of the 
hamlet and demanded that the brother 
Tead them to Watseka. Saylor made them 
a speech and asked them to disperse and 
let justice take its course.

“Undoubtedly this is a foul murder," 
he told them, “and I am the man that 
deserves revenge, if any one does. But 
mob rule will do no good. The storming 
of the jail at Watseka would mean 
only that some of you would be killed 
and wounded. I know that Sheriff 
Heikes will defend the jail with his life. 
While I appreciate your feelings. I 
want to ae.k you to go home and let the 
law avenge us.

Fear that the mob might become in­
furiated witli liquor caused Mayor Mey­
er to order the saloons of Crescent City 
closed at 7 o’clock this evening. The 
town marshal and his assistants were in­
structed to permit no drinks to lx* sold,

Mrs. Savler, who was present when her 
husband entered his own home and was 
shot down by Dr. Miller, is the most col­
lected of all the prisoners in the county 
jail. She has not shed one tear since her 
husband was slain, and in her conversa­
tion she laughs and jokes as if nothing 
remarkable had happened. -To the cor- 
resjxmdeut for the Tribune she pro­
tested her innocence of any complicity 
in her husband's death and also declared 
that, Dr. Miller was guiltless.

“I do not deny that Dr. Miller and I 
were together much of the time,” she 
said, “but there was never anything 
•wrong in our friendship. My husband 
came into the house Sunday evening 
when Dr. Miller and I were sitting in 
the parlor. He seized a hatchet from 
under the lounge and said : ‘1 am going 
to kill you.’ Then I ran from the room 
and a few minutes later heard the shots.

While fixing a net or a boat at Wal- 
laoeburg on Wednesday, Frank De’.oney, 
aged 65, fell off the craft, and was 
drowned in the Svdenhar.i River.

0o Haad to Testify Agiiist Her 
Hosbaod’s Release From Asylom.

Thaw Waoted Tweoty Teas ef let 
to Cool His Rooms.

White Plains, N. Y., July 15.—Evelyn 
Nesbitt Thaw was at hand and ready 
to testify for the state which is opposing 
her husband's release from the Mattea- 
wau Asylum for the Criminal Insane, 
when the fifth day of the hearing on 
Harry K. Thaw's mental condition was 
begun before Justice Mills in the Sup­
reme Court here to-day, with Dr. U. 
M. Meyer, of New York, on the wit­
ness stand. The usual curious crowd 
filled all available space in the court

Dr. Meyer testified that he saw Thaw 
first in the White Plains jail on Oct. 
8, 1908, and discussed with him at that 
time the episodes included in a hypothe­
tical question which the witness had pre­
pared on which to base an opinion of 
the prisoner's sanity. On subsequent 
visits to the White Plains Jail, and in 
Mattoawan Asylum, the physician talked 
freely with Thaw, he said, and got him 
to tell the story of his boyhood days.

Deputy Attorney General Clark con­
tinually objected to Dr. Meyer's sum­
marizing his conversations with Thaw 
and insisted on the witness giving 
Thaw’s exact words. He was sustained 
in his objections by the court and the 
witness had to go over his testimony 
several times before answers were eli­
cited, which were allowed to remain on 
the record.

Dr. Meyer related a conversation upon 
one occasion when Thaw told him he 
feared he was going to have typoid fev­
er and suggested that his rooms in the 
jail should be copied off with twenty 
tons of ice.
