that could be collected which was 
esteemed fit for their master’s 
table. Guests a!se were invited 
in great numbers; and in the necess­
ity in which he then found himself 
of courting popularity, Prince John 
had extended his’invitation to a few 
distinguished Saxon and Dani h 
families, as well as to the Norman 
nobility and gentry of the neigh­
borhood. However despised and 
degraded on ordinary occasions, the 
great numbers of the Anglo-Saxons 
must necessarily render them for­
midable in the civil commotions 
whioh seemed approaching, and it 
was an obvious point of policy to 
secure popularity with their lead, 
ers.
