Al­
though the Princess may outwardly conform 
to the Catholic faith, she would remain a 
Protestant in heart, and in the event of the 
restoration of the Empire on the death of 
Napoleon IV. the Empire would find itself 
ruled by a Protestant Empress, who would 
be perhaps the mother of the future Em­
peror, whom she would bring np in the 
Protestant faith. In some Imperialist 
circles it is said the betrothal has been 
brought about by the, secret management 
of the Prince Jerome Napoleon for the 
purpose of fatally injuring the political 
future of the Prince Imperial.

It is stated that the marriage of 
the Prince Imperial and the Princess 
Thyra, of Denmark, will be made the oc­
casion of a beneficial revision of the Treaty 
of Prague. -Princess Thyra is a sister of 
the Princess of Wales.

The Post, in a semi-official form, con­
tradicts the announcement in the Paris 
Constitutionel that a marriage has been ar­
ranged between Prince Louis Napoleon 
and the Princess Thyra, of Denmark.

Paris, Aug. 8.—The project for a com­
mercial treaty which the Franco-American 
Conference referred to a committee last 
night is embraced in a document entitled 
"a memorial by the members of the 
Franco-American Conference to the United 
States Congress and the French Chamber.” 
The memorial discusses the causes which 
oppose the extension of trade between the 
two countries. It is expressly stated that 
this project is simply offered as a basis for 
discussion. Neither delegation is commit­
ted to it. It provides that either country 
shall give to the other the same commercial 
advantages it gives the most favoured 
nation. It also provides for the revision of 
the American tariff on French products. 
If either nation imposes a domestic duty 
upon its own production, the same duty 
may be imposed on that of the other 
party.. Clause 6 guarantees reciprocal 
rights to the citizens of the respective 
countries in the ownership of commercial 
marks, emblems, and stamps. Clause 7 
declares the Treaty to last ten years, dur­
ing which time neither party can alter the 
ttreet or mmrect Outhra 
manufactures of the other. Clause 8 re­
serves the right to modify the Treaty by 
agreement at anytime.

P.AGÜ3A, Aug. 8.—Suleiman Pasha, with 
1,500 Asiatic troops, is shut up in Tre- 
binje.

Ottawa, Aug. 12.—The Orange Young

Constantinople, Aug. 13.—It is thought 

here that it is impossible that the Bosnians 
can prolong their resistance. With a view, 
therefore, to tranquilize them, the Porte 
has appointed Mehemet Ali Pasha as its 
commissioner in Bosnia. He will start 
thither immediately. The Porte, in order 
to obviate further depreciation of Turkish 
currency, has decided to raise import duties 
on salt, tobacco, and spirits to the extent 
permitted by its treaties of Commerce.

London, Ang. 13.—A Vienna despatch 
says official intelligence has just been re­
ceived that the insurgents are evacuating 
the defile of Vranduk, where formidable 
resistance was expected, and are retreat­
ing . to Serajevo. If this news be 
correct there will be no obstacle to a junc­
tion of forces of General Phillipovich with 
those of the Grand Duke of Wurtemberg. 
There will probably be a decisive conflict at 
Serajevo, at which place the Austrians hope 
to enter on the 18th inst.

General Phillipovich has telegraphed 
that he would effect a junction with the 
army of the Grand Duke of Wurtemberg 
near Veitz to-day. The £0th Austrian 
division has not yet been able to reach 
Zworndt, and ita ontpoets fought a battle 
with the insurgents near Grateohanitza on 
the 4th inst. The division was also en­
gaged on 8th, 9th, and 10th. It advanced 
close to Tusla, but in consequence of the 
scarcity of supplies and exhaustion of 
draught animals, was obliged to fall back 
on Gratachanitea.

Constantinople, Aug. 13.—The Russians 
will evacuate Adrianople within six weeks. 
They will evacuate Erzeroum and Bayaxid 
upon the withdrawal of the British 
fleet. The Czar has telegraphed 
the Sultan requesting him to order 
the evacuation of Batoum. The German 
representative has also advised evacuation 
of Batoum, and the Porte has decided to 
eomply with the advice. The inhabitants 
of Batoum have again notified Mr. Layard 
that they consider themselves under 
British protection, and will hoist the 
British flag upon an attempt of the Rus­
sians to occupy their city.

Bombay, Ang. 12.—The Indian Govern­
ment has received information confirming 
the report of the arrival of the Russian 
Mission at Cabool, with letters from the 
Czar. The Mission was received with high 
honours. It is believed that the Russians 
desire to establish themselves at the north­
west of Afghanistan. Their representatives 
at Cabool speak of their desire to open up 
trade with Afghanistan. They will visit 
Herat and the western frontier.

An English Mission, escorted bv cavalry, 
will leave Peehawor for Cabool in Sep­
tember.

London, Aug. 13.—In the House off’ 
Commons to-night, Mr. Bourke, Under 
Secretary for the Foreign Department, in 
reply to an interrogation, «tided that it 
was impossible for the Government to say 
where the Russian forces in Central Asia 
were stationed. The Government was 
quite willing to take the reeponsibility of 
sending a mission to Cabool, as it oould 
not regard with indifference what had been 

in Central Asia during the past 
two months.

Sir Stafford Northoote, Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, also pointed ont that it was 
always understood that England had a 
greater interest in Afghanistan than 
Russia had, and waa therefore bound to 
send thither a mission of equal weight and 
influence with that of Russia.

FOREIGN POSTAGE.
Text of the Paris Postal Treaty, la which 

Canada is Interested.
Washington, Ang. 13.—The Cabinet to­

day approved of the new universal Postal 
Treaty recently concluded at Paris. This 
is a revision of the treaty concluded at 
Berne 9th October, 1874, and the parties to 
it are the European nations, and those of 
Turkey and Russia in Asia, Egypt, 
Persia, British India, the United 
States, Japan, Canada, Mexico, Brazil, 
the Argentine Republic, Peru, Salvador, 
and all the colonies of France, 
Spain, the Netherlands, Portugal, and 
Denmark. The other British dependencies 
which are parties to the Convention are 
Ceylon Straits Settlements, Labuan, Hong 
Kong, Mauritius and dependencies, Ber­
muda, British Guiana, Jamaica, and Trini­
dad. The changes made in the Berne 
Treaty, so far as they affect postage rates, 
go into effect on April 1st next, and are 
restricted to articles of mail and printed 
matter other than letters, the Treaty of 
Berne in the latter respect remaining un­
changed as to rates. Five cents are 
charged for letters, and two cents for 
postal cards ; printed matter of every kind, 
patterns, and samples of merchandise, 
books, commercial paper, etc., one cent, 
for each package to one address, 
and for each weight of two ounces, or frac-
