War Time Prohibition

Removed First of Year

’

(Canadian Press)

Ottawa Dec. 21—With the first of
January Canada practically comes to
a peace basis. War time restrictions

imposed by orderin-council under
the War Measurers Aot will with
some exceptions, be removed and
these exceptions thé order-in-council
terminate at the end of the next ses-
sion of parliament.

The war time restrictions which
will cease to be operative on New
Year's Day juclude those on race
track betting and on importation
manufacture and intertprovipoial
trade in alooholic liquors. The or-
ders-incouncil remainfig in force
include, pulp and paper comtrol, coal
and sugar control, silvey ocolnage;
trading with the ememy, opc*ntions;
greater production in Indi'n re
sérves; ocnsorshfip.. Abrogation of
the federal orders-incouncil regu-
