WHITE LOOKS FOR PLAYERS,

Manager White is looking for his
players to report daily and thinks
they will all be here by the first of
next week. Just now he is without
an infield, which hampers practice
considerably. Among the players he
expects in a few days are “Molly”
Baker, the third baseman who wore
a Grays Harbor uniform last year;
Blexrud, a pitcher, and Wessler, a
second baseman, who are sojourning
in Ogden, and Lussi, a first baseman
who is now in Denver.

Dugdale, the fat magnate of Seattle,
wants Kid Parker, who White signed
last fall, and wants him badly. Par-
ker is said to be a whirlwind short-
stop, and “Dug” has offered to trade
“Deacon,” a catcher, a pitcher and
an outfielder for the nimble lad. The
kid has been practicing with Seattle,
and Dugdale is infatuated with him.
White threatens to take the matter
up to the high moguls of the national
agreement if Dugdale persists in try-
ing to entice his shortstop away from
him. White had banked on getting Kid
Briseno, the little shortstop, but Ta-
coma has purchased him outright, and
not to be outdone the tall manager of
the Canucks is going to keep his
talons on Parker.

—Jones hag 289 chances. He accepts
268 put outs and 15 assists: 283 divid-
ed by 289 equals .979. ;

To find the standing of the club.—
Divide the number of .games won by
the number of games played. Ex-
ample—Jonesville plays 137 games
and wins 63: 63 divided by 137 equals
.160.

To find base running record.—Di-
vide bases stolen by number of games
played. Example—Jones has 59 stolen
bases; has played in 145 games: 145
divided by 59 equals .401.
