WILL GO ABROAD.

Promising Young .- Men Will Be
Awarded Travelling Scholarships.
London, June 28—With the object

of providing opportunities for edu-

cated youths of the United Kingdom,

Canada and the United States to obtain

ja real insight into the life, customs

and progress of
movement was recently inaugurated
for the establishment of travelling
scholarships and the interchange of
promising students between the three
countries named. The scheme is de-
signed for those who it may be reason-
ably supposed will become leaders of
thought and action in civil 'and mun-
icipal life. An influential committee
will be -formed with Lord Strathcona
as president for United Kingdom and
among the various vice-presidents will
be Premier Asquith, Lord ‘Curzon, 2s
chancellor of Oxford university, Vice-
Chancellor Macon, oi Cambridge uni-
versity, Mr. Balfour as chancelor of
the  Edinburgh university, the chan-
cellors or vice-chancellors of the
Royal Irish, Welsh, Glasgow, Mah-
chester, Liverpool, Sheffield and other
universities, the Roman Catholic
archbishops of Westminster, the bish-
op of London, and the president of
the London chamber of commerce.
The general committee .will include
representatives of all branches of uni-
versity work. The plan is extremely
comprehensive within'the limit that
in addition to academic qualifications
candidates must be what is popularly
known as ‘“‘all round men,’”” the selec-
tion being along the lines of the
Rhodes scholarships. The plan among
other things aims at a mutual inter-
national movement, promoting inter-
est in civic and socig) problems and
affording facilities for technical and
industrial students to examine the
methods of other countries. It is pro-
posed to establish two travelling bur-
eaus in New York and London re-
spectively with initially twenty-eight
scholarships, namely, fourteen for the
universities of the United Kingdom,
ten for the United States. and four
for ‘anada, the arrangements being
controlled by ome committee o2f the
United Kingdom and one for the Un-
ited States and Canada. The cost is
experimental three years and the
experimeental three years and the
English committee proposes to appeal
for a'guaranfee fund of $36,000 con-
ditionally upen the United States
giving or guaranteeing $22,500 and
Canada $9,000. It is hoped that the
first interchange can be made effec-
tive next year.

BFEORE -LEDUC RESIDENTS.

Member of the Federal Parliament for
Straghcona Telis People of the
Southern Town of the Work of the
Last.Session. .

Before a well-filled hall at Leduc on

MclIntyre, M.P., of Strathcopa, gave
a very interesting address -under the
auspices of the Board of Trade on
the work of last session of the Fed-
eral Parliament. The chair, was
occupied by President Ruddy, 0?‘- the
Board.

In hie opening remarks, the doctor
congratulated the Leduc Board of
Trade upon their methods of obtain-
ing information as it were first hand-
ed by getting addresses from men who
were conversant with the “inner
workings” of the subjects they dis-
cussegl.

Theg Jatter was particularly irue
of -the work of parliament, for thougth
the public was furnished with press
reports innumerable of what trans-
pired day by day in the House, these
reporta were nearly always biased to
suit the ends of the party to which
the party belonged. Qfit-times what
was eliminated from the report of a
day’s proceedings was far more 1n-
teresting to the publice generally than
what was published.

200 Bills Were Passed.

During the session just closed, some
200 bills had been passed, thgugh this
was not considered very active legis-
lation. However, many bills had too
little timie for discussion, ;md one
of these was the Immigration Act—
as important a question as any 1o
come before the House. A wide-open
jmmigration policy would bring an
almost unlimited flow of immigrants,
many of a. very undesirable nature.
Many in the ol world were anxious
to come, and the government could.
and must, determine to at least some
extent the kind of settler who would
make a desirable citizen. The Im-
migration Act before the House, al-
though it had been criticized by some
old country legislators, did not sh_ut
out any more than did the Orders-in-
Council which were now preva)hpg.
There was just one addition, viz.:
Any immigrant developing epilipsy
or insanity within three years may
be deported. The new Immigration
Act had been delayed, and had not
