Trial of James Atkinson, Churged With
Murder of Milo Bawnkeés, at Sham-
rock Vslley, Opetied in Supreme

Court Yesterday.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
Charged with the murder of Milo
Bankes, a neighbof, with whom he had
always been on friendly terms prior to
the fatal shooting aﬁa)r, James WAtkin-
son faces a jury in the Supreme Court,
the trial opening shortly before noon
Tuesday Justice Simmons presiding.
Up -to the hour of adjournment for
the forenoon séssion but oA® Witness
had testified. His evidence, while not
so damaging to the defence as it might
have beesn, went to show that atkirson
“ fired the shot that resualicd in Pankes'
death on September 7th last, ncir Ats
kinson’s farm home ia Shain.oci Val-

ley, 65 miles north .of Vermilion.

Upon Atkinson being arraigned yes-
terday a plea 'of mnot ~guilty was
promptly entered, and. aftér dis-
posing of-a number of other mat-
ters, Justice Simmons took the case
for trial, Crown Prosecutor Cogswell
appeared for the prosecution and H. H.
Robertson for the defence. In the se-
lection of a jury, counsel for the ac-
cused exercised seven challenges. The
following jurors were finally found to
be acceptable to both the prosecution
and defence, and were sworn: James
Graham, John A. Ganton, C. J. Sharkey,
G. Walker, J. Stanton and George Bell.

In his opening statement to the jury
Crown Prosecutor Cogswell briefly out-
lined the case as the evidence would
later show. He then called George E,
Dodes to the stand. g ]

Eye Wiiness of Tragedy.

The witness gave a well connected
and very clear account of the tragedy
as he saw it. Mr. Dodes resides some
-distance from the Atkinson home, and
he was passing through Shamrock Val-
ley on September 7th, when the shoot-
ing oceurred. He stopped at Atkin-
son’s for dinner, arriving there at 1:15
in the aftermoom. While he was eat-
ing, Bankes entered the house. Be-
sides Atkinsen; there were also present
a boy, whe was staying-thére, a young
lady visitor, and Mrs. Atkinsen, who
was sick in bed. All engaged in a
friendly conversation. . A few minutes
later Bankes and Atkinrson went oui-
side t6 shoot on a range, the latter ag-
cepting Bankes’ challenge that he had
the better gun of the two,

Whiskey Started Trouble

Shortly. afterwards the three men,
including Dodes, went into a tent near-
by and there - Atkinson and iBankes
drank freely from a jug of whiskey.
Finally they became involved in a

» good-natured scuffle,” Bankes got mad
challenged Atkinson to fight. Atkin-
son replied that if he felt that way
about it he had better go home, that.
he (Atkinson) did not waft to fight.
However, they grappled, Bankes being
the aggressor. Bankes struck Atkin-
son in the eye, knocking the latter
down.

BEvidently angered at the rough
manner of his old friend, Atkinson
went outside the tent and picked up an
axe, assuming g menacing attitude.
Dodes said he induced Atkinson to drop
. the axe. Without saying a word At-
kinson started for the house. A mo-
ment later he emerged from the rear
door with a gun in his hands. Dodes
urged him not to shoot. Just t?len a
shot fang out and the bulle'{ pierced
the tent and the leaden missile struck
him on the side of the head, passing
through the cheek bone and coming
out on the other side. Atkinson re-
turned to the house and put his rifle
away, Although blinded by blood flow-
ing profusely from the gunshot wound
Bankes managed to walk a short dis-
tance down a trail leading from the
tent. He died in a short time.

HOME RULE AS SEEN
BY SIR ROBERT PERKS

Fameous British Nonconférmist Dis-
cusses Features of the Issue Now
to the Fore—Will Ulster Be Made
"Séparate - Province—This Would
Remove Many Objections.

Tororito, Oct. 15.—Home rule for
Treland is now to the fore in Britain.

keen interest both at home and in

Of special interest, therefore, is ak
interview had last evening with Sir
Robert Perks, who is here for the
Ecumenical Conference. Sir Robert
is a Liberal 50of the school of Rose-
bery, is one of the most influential
Nonconformists in England, and
naturally home rule has
much of his attention durning his
twenty ycars’ service in parliament.
He voted ror Mr. Gladstone’s second
home rule bill.

After referring to the - réported
differences in program advocated by
Mr. John Redmond in the TUnited
States and Mr, T. P. O’Connor in Can-
ada during their last visit, Sir Robert
said:

“You must remember that Protest-
ant Ulster, which is wealthy, pro-
gressive, and independent, comprises
but one-third@ of the population of
Ireland, whiley the’ Roman Catholic
population is two-thirds of the
whole S

“I think this view of the matter
cannot fail to appeal to Canadians.
If it were fo be proposed that Que-
bec and New Brunswick, for instance,
were to be amalgamated and ruled
from Quebec, how do you suppose
New Brunswick would like the idea?
The position of New Brunswick in
such a case would be entirely analo-
gous to that of Ulster, wunless the’
suggestion of two provinces—the
breaking of Ulster as a separate and
distinct entity—is adopted.”

CANADA MAKES GREAT
STRIDES IN BUILDING

Operations in Thirty-One Cities of the
Dominion Show Gain of Nearly
Twelve: Million Dollars in Month of
September,

Toronto,  Oct. ¥6~—Thirty-one cities

reporting to the Financial Post show
a total expenditure on building opera-
tions of September for the month of
$12,481,851, compared with $561,078 last
year, the increase reaching 65.08 per
cent. This remarkable gain again de-
montrates the phenomenal development
that -ig' going on in Canada. Tén of
the cities show @& decline, but_ it
amounts too small to seriously affect
the total .gain.
