Here 1 see you with 
only two eyes, but there, the soul shall 
have a million eyes. It will bo immor­
tality gazing on immortality—ransomed 
spirit in colloquy with ransomed 
spirit—victor beside victor. When 
John Evans, the Scotch minister, was 
seated in his study, his wife came 
in and said to him, "My dear, do 
you think we will know each other in 
heaven?” He turned to her and said, "My 
dear, do you think we will be bigger fools 
in heaven than wo are here?"

Again: I accept this doctrine of future 
recognition because the world’s expectancy 
affirms it. In all lands and ages this theory 
is received. What form of religion planted 
it? No form of religion, for it is received 
under all forms of religion. Then, I argue, 
a sentiment, a feeling, an anticipation, uni­
versally planted, must have been God-im­
planted, it is rightfully implanted. Tho 
Norwegian believes it.

Under every 
sky, by every river, in every zone, the 
theory is adopted; and so I say a principle
