Dr. Rainsford, of St. George's Angli­
can Church, New York, recently set 
metropolitan society in a ferment by 
It condemnation of lavish expendi­
tures of money on balls and private 
entertainments at such a time as the 
present.

Dr. Rainsford takes the 6,000,000 odd 
rotes polled for Mr. Bryan in the re­
cent Presidential election as an evi­
dence of the existence of great dis­
satisfaction with present social condi­
tions, and he believes that the ex­
penditure of many thousands of doll­
ars on luxurious entertainments this 
Itviliter but aids in keeping going the 
agitation set on foot by Mr. Bryan and 
bis friends to such an extent as to 
Insure its success in 1000. As he holds 
that would be a calamity, he issues 
the present warning.

The immediate cause of Dr. Rains- 
ford's protest was the giving of a ball 
by Mr. Bradley-Martin, a millionaire, 
on which. It was announced, it was 
Intended to spend no less than $250,- 
000. Dr. Rainsford’s protest opens up 
a wide question for discussion. Heavy 
expenditures by moneyed people for 
the social enjoyment of themselves 
and their friends may have a decid­
edly beneficial effect on the workers in 
the community, and yet not be wholly 
free from baneful influences. When

Save the Little Ones.
The London Children’s Aid Society 

ere making their annual appeal for 
the sympathy and support of the 
citizens of London and district.

Last year the society did good work. 
Over 1V0 cases were dealt with; of 
these 64 were taken charge of by the 
society. Twenty-nine children—boys 
and girls—were placed during the 
year in good comfortable homes, and 
are practically adopted,and surround­
ed by good influences. Mrs. Harvie, 
the Government visitor, after inspec­
ting some of these, says they are the 
best homes that she had met with so 
far. Seventeen of these 29 were
turned over to the guardianship of 
the society by various magistrates 
and judges. The society returned 7 
children to their parents; delivered 5 
over to the Barnardo and Feggan 
Homes, to which they belonged; sent 
1 to the Good Shepherd’s Home, while 
3 were committed to Penetang Re­
formatory. One baby died in the 
hospital; 13 are on hand awaiting 
adoption, and the remainder left in 
the hands of the inspector by the 
police magistrate.

As five-sevenths of the criminals, of 
the land are found to have begun 
their career as children, generally 
through neglect of parents or guardi­
ans, the importance of rescuing little 
ones who are in danger, and of train­
ing them up to do for themselves and 
to become useful members of society 
must be conceded.

The finance committee of the so­
ciety modestly ask for $1,000 to carry 
on their work during the year. The 
municipal bodies and philanthropic 
citizens should make their task an 
easy one if that is all the money

Queen Victoria spends much of her 
time in London, and royal drawing­
rooms and other entertainments are 
plentiful, it rejoices the hearts of 
thousands of tradesmen and their 
employes. It means the expenditure 
of much money in the West End, and 
the setting spinning the wheels of 
many industries to provide the ne­
cessities for the fashionable displays. 
So beneficial is this round of festi­
vities held to be that there is lamen­
tation indeed when a death in the royal 
family causes the suspension of ac­
tivities.

In a lesser degree in every center of 
population, the season for balls 
and parties is depended upon to sup­
ply merchants, manufacturers and 
their employes with money. Other­
wise dullness would prevail. Is it ad­
visable that there should be a sus­
pension of all such entertainment? 
Certainly not from the point of view 
of the retinue of persons employed to 
provide the requisites for their suc­
cess.

It is not advisable, especially in 
times of distress, for moneyed men 
and women to become miserly in their 
expenditures, and to accentuate the 
hard times already prevailing among 
those who depend on their patronage 
for their sustenance. We can, how­
ever, Imagine it possible, as has been 
the case in the past, for entertain­
ments to be so very lavish as to cause 
Eocial discontent, and aid the revolu­
tionist is his propaganda.

Another matter for consideration is 
the effect which large expenditures and 
lavish display, made by those who can 
afford it, may have on their neighbors, 
who, with slim purses, may be moved 
to endeavor to emulate their better off 
fellows. Do we not all know peo­
ple of this stamp? They have not 
the means to give costly entertain­
ments or to buy outfits in which to 
attend them, but they are too proud 
to acknowledge it, and to live within 
their means. Insolvency and humili­
ation may stare them in the face, 
tout so long as they can beg, borrow, 
or get credit, they will not acknowl­
edge that the procession is too rapid 
tor them.

In so far as ostentatious entertain­
ments nurture this spirit in a com­
munity are they detrimental to its 
well fare. To each man and to each 
woman must it be left to judge how 
far his or her example .contributes 
either to social discontent or social 
demoralization. Within those limits, 
the free expenditure of money, honest­
ly earned, is to be commended. Many 
people who make money spend it 
freely for the promotion of the public 
welfare and In charity, and do not 
stint themselves in buying that mea­
sure of social enjoyment which they 
deem necessary and which their 
means enable them to have.
