ROSSLAND MINES.

Weekly Beput-.or—_t-he Progress of the
: Camp. "

Rossland, May :26.—The joint shaft
sunk on the Iine between the Le Roi and
Josie group hag attained a depth of 40
feet and the-tich ore streaks continue
throughout the -vein, samples during the
week having run as high as six ounces
in gold. On the installation of the new
air compressors this shaft will be equip-
ped with a steam hoist and extended as
rapidly as pessible. A station is being
cut on both the north and south sides of
the shaft upem -the 100 foot level of the
Nickelplate and the work on the hillside
has just exposed a large body of chalco-
pyrite «ore, evidently of high grade. ‘This
is apparently the same body that was
come ppon in the south side of the shaft
at the 470 foot level.

The development of the Iron Mask has
now entered wpon its second stage. Supt.
Hall fully justified the action he took
early in the year, when he shut down
shipments to pmosecute development. Not
only have the ore bodies been located on
the west gide of the big strike, whose
existence was'&nown, but other ore bod-
ies almost equally large and which may
even prove more extensive than what has
been considered the chief ore shbots,
have also been. discovered. Moreover, at
depth the ore bodies have also been
found which may prove unsuspected
ramifications -of those above. ~ Notwith-
standing the heliday, the ore shipments
have kept well up, having been 8324
tons for the week, no other mine having
made any shipments.

A Victoria company, the Klondike cor-
poration, has made .a combination with
the Alaskan Commercial Company amd
the Alaskan Exploration Company to
carry first-class passenger to Cape Nome
from Bennett for $200 and second class
for $105. The .allied lines will give -2
bi-weekly service.

The first
passengers from the inside are looked for
at Skagway by the beginning of June.
The gold from the 1900 clean-up will
then begin to come out.

Captain J. B. March, formeriy of the
Bennett Lake steamer Kilbourn, is com-
pleting at Bennett.a .25-ton sloop, -chris-
tened *“The Gold -Seeker.,” He und.Judge
D, L. Fry, formerly editor of the Atlin
Globe, will feaye in the sloop at the open-
ing of the lake for Nome.

The Skagway Alaskan of May 19 says
the report has been received there that
the town .of White Horse had been
throwa into a hubbub by the eviction of
a number of people from property belong-
ing tothe crown. ose who were evict-
ed bought the preperty, it is said, from
certain persons who-claimed to be owners
or agents, while the truth of the matter,
it is farther reported, is that the property
had been reserved by the government
and w’uﬁnot subject to l?ialt% Thus it
appears that some one sold the property
without .authority, and pocketed the pro-
ceeds.

Esquimaux Boy From
Death.

A Tough Journey Throdnh a
Winter Storm on the Lab-
rador Coast.

The hardshipe through which Lord
Strathcona passed in his youth while an
employee of the Hudson Bay Co. and the
endurance and courage that have charac-
terized his life and enabled him to rise
to his present high position are well set
forth in the following incident in the
Montreal Star. It is by a resident of
the Lake St. John District in the Prov-
ince of Quebec, and evidently is written
from personal knowledge.

All Canada seems to be talking about
our grand old man, Lord Strathcona,
Chief Commissioner . of the Hudson’s
Bay Company,-and I can tell an imci-
dent in his life that has never been told,
which I think shows just the sort of
pluck and push that was in him when
he was a young man. Between thirty
and forty years ago, when he was in
charge of Esquimaux Bay, Labrador
district, he made a trip of imspection
along the - Labrador coast, to visit his
northern posts. He was travelling with
dogs, as one always does in that region.
On his return at one of the Moravian
missions, Hopedale, his driver, took sick
and had to be left there. As he could
not get another driver or pilot there, he
determined to push on to Eylie, one of
his posts, and take one from there to con-
tinue on to Rigolet, his head post in
Hamilton Inlet. He drove straight
across the ice (the usual route is to fol-
low the coast line from post to post).
This shortened his route about ten miles,
When he arrived at Eylie he found all
the people engaged in their spring seal
fishing, and so scattered all along the
edge. of the ice that he could not get a
guide there and had to start for Rigolet
alone again. From Eylie to Rigolet one
has to cross the mountains, a distance
of about sixty miles, On reaching the
shore where the portage begins, he found
a snow house, and in it a poor little Hs-
quimaux boy of about eleven years old,
abandoned by his people. Although hav-
ing as much as he could do to get his dog
team along with the load they had, and
he often had to haul with his dogs in bad
places, he took the boy along with him.
‘When he got into the mountains a storm
(and it is only in those barren mountains
one can realize what a snow storm in
all its fury is) came on. Mr. Smith had
to go by compass. He struck his route
for Flower's Cove, in Esquimaux Bay.
Then the worst was to come, as the dogs
would not face the wind and snow; to
get them on Mr. Smith had to go ahead
of them and they followed.  Now, the
boy was too small to drive the dogs; still
something had to be done, Mr. Smith
made him sit at the head of the come-
ticla (dog sleigh) and told him to hold on
and try to keep awake. In the cold

As he was not sure if they
would keep the same track (the snow and
wind having wiped out every trace of
it) he had to go ahead again, with his
compass. After about an hour he came
to a little heap of snow as he wds pass-
ing he happened to touch it with his
snowshoe and saw a corner of the boy’s
skin clothing. He found he had run
straight onto the child. He dug him out

off the sleigh without waking up. The
first thing he said was: “I am hungry.”
Mr, Smith took the end of the lash line
(a rope made of seal skin used for tying
on loads; it is generally coiled up at the
end of the cometic, and tied the boy on
so that he could not fall off again. Mr.
Smith then turned his dogs south again
and after 13 hours hard walking he got
out to Geo. Flower’s house, thirty miles
from Rigolet. There he took another
team of dogs and only rested an hour be-
fore starting off for Rigolet.
