
EDITORIAL NOTES. An English Scandal.
THE CRIME FOR WHICH A PROMINENT MAN 

WAS PUBLICLY COW-HIDED.

(Paul Mall Gazette.)
“A well-known gentleman, who was re­

cently appointed a member of a royal com- 
mission, was met on the staircase of his 
office, in East India avenue, and soundly 
flogged by a gentleman who publicly accused 
him of having betrayed his daughter. The 
thrashing was preceded by a violent assault, 
the angry father shaking the betrayer of his 
child like a terrier does a rat. The father 
then flogged him until the stick broke, when 
persons interfered.

The man who wielded the stick is a Glas­
gow gentleman named Francis, and the vic­
tim of the flagellation is Mr. Pierce, the 
chief of the great Glasgow shipbuilding firm 
of John Elder & Brothers, a married man and 
a member of Lord Iddesleigh’s new royal 
commission on the depression of trade. Mr. 
Francia told the story of his wrongs as fol­
lows ;—

f This man Pearce was once my most trust­
ed friend, and our intimacy was of many 
years’ standing. Five years ago, when my 
daughter was a very beautiful girl of 17, thia 
villain took advantage of his familiar ac­
quaintance at my house to accomplish her 
ruin. He persuaded her to secretly leave 
the school near Glasgow which she was at­
tending, took her to London, and established 
her in a handsome private lodging. At first 
he surrounded her with every luxury and gave 
her a regular allowance of $75 a week. All 
thia time I was in ignorance of the fete or 
hiding place of my daughter, and, after a 
thorough search, aided by detectives, I at 
last gave up all hope of finding her and 
mourned for her as dead.

•• But the libertine gradually tired of his 
victim, and her allowances dwindled down to 
nothing. She managed to live for some 
time by pawning or selling her jewelry and 
wardrobe, but finally she appealed to hier To 
desperation to give her the means to keep 
herself alive until she could procure employ­
ment. Her appeals became troubleeome, 
and he proceeded to get rid of her in the 
brutal and outrageous way which the Eng­
lish lunacy laws make only too easy for any 
rich ruffian. By fraud and force ebe was re­
moved to a private mad house and confined 
there as an insane woman.

" It was while she waa in this Bedlam that 
I learned her fate, end I obtained her release. 
The doctors admitted to me that she was not 
mad, and had not been mad, but was laboring 
under terrible mental excitement, amounting 
to hysteria, when brought to the asylum. 
Afterward she had lapsed into a state of list- 
less, despairing apathy, and as the doctors did 
not know that she had any friends except 
the man who bad her confined there, and, as 
her board was regularly paid, they had kept 
her at the asylum.

“ To-day,” continued Mr. Francis, “ I met 
that man accidentally in London.' My wrong 
rushed upon my mind and almost blinded me 
with rage. I could have killed him where he 
stood with no more compunction than I would 
feel in killing a rat, or any other vermin, 
But I gave him a chance for his life. I 
offered to meet him in a duel on the conti­
nent. He refused. Then I thrashed, him 
until my stick broke in my hand arid the 
crowd rushed between us, when he escaped.”

Mr. Pearce, who is a muscular, handsome 
man of middle age, and fully six feet high, 
was afterward seen. He did not suffer any 
serious or permanent injury by the assault. 
He refused to say anything about the origin 
of the trouble beyond admitting that it was on 
account of Mr. Francis’s daughter, end deny­
ing that be had misled the girl.

A later cable says that the flogging of Mr. 
Pearce by Mr. Francis for the alleged be­
trayal by the former of the letter’s daughter 
is the political as well as the social sensation 
of the day. The Liberals aay that this dis­
covery of a rich Tory's misdeeds is a set-off 
for Sir Charles Dilke’s scrapes, out of which 
the Tories have been making political capital.

I He is a native of Sheffield, 
Sunbury County, and is in the prime of 
manhood. He received a splendid edu­
cation at Trinity College, Dublin, where 
he especially distinguished himself in

ing appearance and excellent address, pleasing in manner, yet possessing suffi­

cient firmness to govern the lively 
spirits so often found in the under- 
graduate course of the University.

F. B. EDGECOMBE’SYesterday the game between the West of 
Scotland men and the Chichester eleven was 
resumed, and the score was increased to 398, 
when the second wicket fell, Mr. Craig being 
caught by the bowler for 31. Mr. J. Carrick, 
jr., stayed until the total waa 436, when he 
was bowled for Jr . Mr. J. A. Campbell then 
became Mr. J, S. Carrick’s partner, and an­
other very long stand waa made, 164 runs be­
ing added before a separation was effected. 
This made the fourth wicket down and the 
total 600. The Mr. J. Andrews came in, 
and once more the bowlers were treated mer­
cilessly. No other wicket fell, and when 
stumps were drawn and the match abandon­
ed, Mr. Andrews was not out, 40, and Mr. J. 
S. Carrick not out, 419.

Though his long innings waa not without 
chances, Mr. Carrick played with greet care, 
and the character of his hitting may be judg­
ed from the following figures:—One eight, a 
magnificent square leg hit, two sixes, two 
fives, thirty fours and thirty-four three. Ten 
of the Chichester men bowled, and this 745 
runs, or rather the 695 from the bat, were hit 
from 1,306 balls during the two days.

Mr. Carrick has achieved the distinction of 
having played the highest innings on record. 
He waa, of course, batting during the entire 
duration of the match, and just beat the pre­
vious best, Mr. W. N. Roe's 416, not out, ob­
tained at Cambridge in a college match, in 
1881. Before that time the best individual 
score was Mr. E. S. S. Tylecote’s 404, made 
in a school match at Clifton, in 1868. The 
only innings of 400 of which there is any re­
cord is Mr, W. G. Grace’s 400 not out, played 
for the United South of England eleven against 
twenty-two of the Great Grimsby, in 1866.

Extraordinary as is the total number of 
runs in the present match—745 for four 
wickets—it was more than equalled in the 
game played at Rickling Green on the 4th 
and 5th of August, 1882. On that occasion 
Rickling Green were put out for 94, and the 
Orleans Club scored 920. It may be interest­
ing to give the comparisons of the wickets as 
they went down. The first wicket at Rickling 
Green fell for 20, the second for 025, the 
third for 645, and the fourth for 727. The 
fifth then fell at 771. It will be noticed 
that 605 runs were put on between the fall of 
the first and second wickets. The partner­
ship—the longest on record—was between 
Mr. G. F. Vernon, who made 257, and Mr. A. 
H. Terner, who scored 338. As we have 
stated above the wickets of Chichester fell— 
the first for 326, the second for 398, the 
third for 436, and the fourth for 600. Mr. 
Carrick, the hero of the match, is well known 
as a good batsman in Scotland, and in last 
year’s tour of the West of Scotland Club io 
the south of England be played excellent 
cricket, scoring among other innings 88, 70 
and 63. The Scotsmen play only two other 
matches in their tour this year, meeting 
Horsham to-day and to-morrow, and the 
Gentlemen of Sussex of Sussex at Brighton 
on Saturday, It is remarkable that on two 
successive days we should bare to draw at­
tention to exceptional scoring. It will be 
noticed that James Lillywhite, the old Sus­
sex professional, and a member of the last 
English team that visited Australia, was 
among the bowlers in this long innings.
